People in controversy make a pa-
rade of their knowledge, of their acuteness,
and, after all, every one continues to hold
his own views. Prayer alone givesl.ght and
strength for the acquirement of truch and
grace. Pray every day ; every night befure
you go torest; and. I hope that grace and
light may be given to you. . For God wishes
that we shou!d humble ourselves, and he
gives his grace to the humble. - And now,
Goq bless and keep you for time and eterni-
ty.’ e
This pure, priestly and fatherly admoni-
tion was so beautifully and fervently ex-
pressed that it went to my heart, and hum-
bly and with my heart I pressed the hand
paternallv extended toward me. Thatit wus
the hand of tho pupe did .nut embarrass me
in the slightest degree; for he was tv ma
really at this moment the represeatative of
the Teacher, who in life and doctrine preach-
ed humility, not before men, but before Gud,
and taught mankiod to pray to Him. The
Pope’s words were entirely true and evan-
gelical. I thanked him from my cntire
heart, and departed more satisfied with him
than myself. I had stood before him in my
Protestant pride: he had listened with pa-
tience, replied with kindness, and.finally
exhorted me, not with Papal arrogance, but
as a true Gospel teacher. I parted from
him with more humility of spirit than I had
come.
