THIRTY-SIXTH COUGSESS.

[REPORTED I'OK TilK AtiKXAXIM?! A GAZF.TTK. J
In Senate, Wednesday, Feb. £0.

Mr. Doolmle presented the credentmJ* of
Hon. Timothy 0. Howe, Senator elect irom
Wisconsin.

Several private bill* were passed.
On motion of Mr. Wade. the House bill to

authorize the Postmaster General to discon¬
tinue the mail service in States where it is
liable to be interlerred with, was taken un.

Mr. Qreen moved to add that the Secretary
of the Treasury be directed to prevent the
attempt to collect revenue in such States.
Mr. Douglas suggested that this was not

the proper place to oiler this amendment.
Mr. Green said it was an indirect attempt

to strike at States claiming to be our of* the
Union. Is there insurrection in any State
or an obstruction to the mail service in any
State? Kven if there was, the Post Master
General or the President has no power to in¬
terfere unless asked by the Governor* of tue

States.
Mr. Hemphill offered the following:
Whereas, t-everal States have withdrawn

from the Union, anu the laws of the i nited
States are no longer enforced therein; there¬
fore

Resolved, Thai the Postmaster General be
directed to discontinue the postal service in
said States, and make arrangements with
the Governments of the same for inter-postal
communication therein.
Mr. Green withdrew his amendment.
Mr. Clingman said lm believed that these

States were out of the L'niou, and were for¬
eign States as much as (Jrent oritain, and
he thought tiuit the mail service should be

stopped in them. But he wanted to alter
the bill, and he moved to strike cut "insur¬
rection,'' and insert, as tin- reason lor such
discontinuance, "secession of certain States."

Mr. Mason said the hill was a declaration
by the Senate of insurrection on the part of
these States, lie trusted that the Senate
would look on the question, as it wan one of
the most grave questions ever before the
country. Ho said the facts were that these
States had confederated together: they had
a Congress in session with as much power
as we possess; yet the blli calls it insurree-
tion and assumes that there is no new em¬

pire/but thiit the Federal power :.<$ $tiil in
existence in those States. He proceeded to

argue against anything which would piuu»e
the country into civil war.

Mr. Fitch suggested to say a "refusal lo

acknowledge the laws," so as not to recog¬
nize secession. Also to strike out the words

"postal laws maintained,*' so us to give no

reason to employ lorce.
Mr. Olingman accepted the amendment.
The hour of noon having arrived, the Ta¬

riff bill was taken up.
The amendments as adopted in Committee

were reported to the House and with a few
exceptions adop ted.
While the subject was under eonsi leraii >u,

Mr. Douglas addressed himself to the -ob¬

ject of commercial interest. lie urged that
the Tariffquestion should be j><.:-1j-oned until
next year. .Meanwhile time would be given
to consider the commercial interests, of the
country under the altered condition of
public affairs. lie threw out the sugges¬
tion that by an inter-national arrangement
between the people occupying the North
American continent, a commercial union
similar to the German Zof.i. Vekein mi ht
be formed. By such a union ail boundary
custom houses might be dispensed with, one

Tariff adopted for the whole continent and
iuter-free-trade allowed between :-.li the na¬

tions of tlift continent. Such an arrangement
would go far to prevent tiilibustering, at.d it
might alford a t;olution !o difficulties now

threatening the peace of the llepnblie. ir,
might too be deemed worthy of considera¬
tion whether to such Union might not be
given the regulation of Postal Service.

Mr. liigler replied, and Mr. Douglas re¬

sponded.
A number of amendments to the bill were

adopted ; among them, one limiting the duty
on tea and coffee to two years.

Other amendments were adopted, and the
hill passed.
The Senate then adjourned-
