trout lies, upon the Kingdom ofthe Redeemer.
Who can estimate the 'ull multitude of

the calamity now threatening ad the bJ-
luwfd inferos uf religion throughout ti:e
land? Vi-wel in a m »rai and ecole*iarrival
light. secession, without doubt, is the crown¬
ing calamity of the Christian churche* ot
America. There has never been anything
like it.

I is true, there have been religious dis¬
sension:* and ecclesiastical schisms, growing
out of discipline ar polemic divinity; but
these, though highly injurious to the cause
of religion in m»st instances, are certainly
not to be compared with the calamitous re¬

sults that will inevitably follow a dissolution
of the Union.

And
we must not forget that throughout this vast
country, and especially our Northern cities,
and throughout ail the Border and Northern
States, there is a vast number of such church¬
es, that will be rent and torn in pieces ;
thereby bringing opprobrium upon the cause
of Christ, and endangering the salvation of
thousands of souls. And are professors of
religion throughout America prepared for
such an event ?

Indeed, the work of moral and ecclesias¬
tical ruin has already begun. Everywhere
the subject is being, more or less, discussed.
Already are societies rent in pieces; and
even families, with all their long cherished
bonds, are finally and forever separated.
Everywhere the cause of religion languish¬

es. The fires upon God's altars are going
out; and Christianity, like a Martyr, stands
in tears at our gates, all torn and bleeding.

in his wrath, and is come to judge us !
With feelings the most profound and over¬

whelming, we contemplate these solemn con¬

siderations, and turn to God in tears, still to

pity us ! still to spare us! and yet grant our
rulers more wisdom, fidelity and moderation,
that our beloved land, with all its clustering
interests, for time and eternity, may yet be
saved from ignominy and ruin.
