and a world of inquiry as to the pulicy of the-
Administration towards ihe .South. A new

ruiuor captures the city every twenty-four
hours. It would be well, however, that the
public understand that these rumors are star-
fed for specific purposes, somatimos to con-

train the Administration, but more fre*
quentiy to inspire with madness tiie popula¬
tion «ji the Border States.

i'hc concentration of all the available na¬

val force aiong the Southern coast is regar¬
ded as very significant. 'L'iie Southern Com¬
missioners, however, have the positive as¬

surance of the Administration that no move¬

ment of troops, or reinforcements of Forts in
the Confederate States, will be permitted
for the present. The present status is to
remain. The Commissioners do not believe
that the Government of the United States
will violate that pledge. Mr. Lincoln suvs

if the laws can he executed they shall be; if
they cannot they will not be. They wiil nut

be executed to the production of war.

Commissioner Forsyth has left for New
ork, where lm wiil remain a week or ten

days, Himself and colleagues are firm in
the opinion that the public peace will not
l>e broken. They have assurances iroin
Montgomery that there shall be no collision
while they remain in Washington. Their
policy is ..masterly inactivity," awaiting the
pleasure of the Administration.

Information, derived from authentic sour¬

ces, warrants the assertion that whatever
movements may be in progress they involve
nothing whatever of a hostile design. On
the contrary, they are in the direction of
peace. It is generally agreed that the mil¬
itary status ut the Gulf forts now held bv the
Federal Government will be preserved.

Western Virginia M. E. Conference, at its
annual session at "Wheeling, which was

brought, to a close on Tuesday, adopted the
following preamble and resolutions:

V» hercas the General Conference at its
late session at Buffalo has inserted a new

chapter iri our lio >k of Discipline on the sub¬
ject of slavery: and whereas there exists
some difference of opinion as to its meaning;
and whereas uniformity in administration
and harmony among oushelves arc very de¬
sirable; therefore

Ke«oivcd, 1. That we deeply regret the ac¬
tion of the General Conference changing the
chapter on slavery, wo regarding such ac¬
tion as unnecessarv.

Besolved, 2. That in our judgment as a

Conference, the new chapter is not to be re¬

garded as law; that no administrative or ju¬
dicial action can be had under it against any
member or minister; and that we are left
under it to be governed by the Scriptures,
amenable as individuals lor our adminis¬
tration only to God and our annual Confer¬
ence.

Resolved. That we utterly condemn
any attempt, in any way whatever, in inter-
lore with the legal relations of master and
servant, and that we will seek to promote,
as dia our fathers, their best interest- by
preaching to them the unsearchable riches
of Christ, and by teaching them their recip¬
rocal duties as taught in the Holy Scrip¬
tures.

Mr. Brook said he would yield the floor
to any brother who wished to read any pa¬
per, or make a speech, lie contended that
the proper issue had not been discussed iu
this Conference during the last two or three
days. I he issue before them was not as to
time or as to the mode of action. The issue
before us, was between this Conference and
the people of the territory in which we labor,
He said he would not trust this question to
a Convention as some had proposed, which
Convention would be composed of bitter
parties, and could not. agree upon any com*
promise of action, lie referred to a memo-
rial which had been presented to the Win-
Chester Conference, in reply to which, they
had pledged themselves to their people, to

separate from the General Conference the
very moment when they should pass any un¬
constitutional act in violation of their right.
Then you are here to redeem those pledges,
and there is where you are standing before
your people. You stand declared to act,
whenever the General Conference passes a
law of Discipline, infringing upon your
rights, lie stated that four or five of the
rules or laws of the Church had been vio¬
lated, and he .said the violation of one of
fhem wns sufficient reason for a separation,
lie contended that the Discipline of 185C
had been violated by the General Conference,
and said that this violation of right would
determine him in casting his vote, lie
wanted the rights and benefits of the Church
to be given to the members of the Church,
and to be guaranteed to them by the Disci¬
pline of the ivl. E. Church. Fie said that Kev.
Mr. Phelps had said that he had the right
to circulate the literature of the Church; he
acknowledged that he had the abstract right,
buthe thought that the pure wine of the lite¬
rature had become adulterated with the
strychnine of abolitionism, which might be
sweet and pleasant to the taste of our North¬
ern brethren, bur it would kill a Southern
man in fifteen minutes. (Great laughter.)
He said the question of Church property had
entered into the minds of the brethren,
when that was a question of no importance
compared with the real question. It was
not a question as to the property right
but a question upon the moral right. And
the qu.-stion of moral right in this discus¬
sion was above any other right, lie said if
he had to be ordained again, that no Bishop
could place his hand upon his head, and ho
take the ordination vows with that chapterin them, lie said some young brethren had
taken a few days ago, these vows upon them¬
selves, who were now trembled under the
bu then of their conscience, lie again said,
tliej had pledged themselves to'their people'
to separate upon the first violation of the
discipline, lie said he discarded all meta¬
physical quesriono. Some of those who had
discussed this question stood too much upon
such question. He was a matter of fact sort
w«rt of a man, and these metaphysical ques¬
tions are calculated to distract the young
minds, lie made four objections to the new

chapter, a* baring those who wished to be
ordained. "With as much love as he had for
the salvation of the people, he would say
taking the chapter as the discipline, that
those who are already in the Church should
go out, and those who are out, should stay
out. You and I, and all the Methodists

Were linked to the discipline of this new
ehapfor. The day had b*en, when he could
preach the gospel uutrameled, but he could
not under this new discipline of the Church-
he would not submit to these violations ofdiscipline, and he hoped they would not.-,lie said that Brother Morgan had said tlVutthere was a Urge majority of the General
Conference who did not wish to impose ui -

on the Border Conferences. He read from
some of the most prominent men of theChurch, showing that not to be a correct ii».
preasiun. lie said that they were fightinir
among themselves in the North upon t|£
question, and they were arguing (as he rea l
from some of their writings,) that the delay
in passing this chapter had lost more mem¬
bers to their Church Xorth, than all the
members in the bounds of the Border Con¬
ferences, south of Mason and Dixon's line --

He said why ask for a thiog which you
know to be an impossibility, and that he
knew it was an impossibility to get this new
chapter abrogated. He said that they could
have no more guarantee that they would
get their proportion of the Church propertyalter they had waited a year than they had
now.

Mr. Brook's speech is looked upon as be¬
ing the ablest argument in favor of separa¬
tion yet delivered.
Mr. Phelps said, if there was no member

who wished to speak he would move to laythe order of the day upon the table until
to-morrow, at 10 o'clock, in order that other
business might be attended to.
Mr. Myers u.^ked the Chair if u motion
