WAR TERMS.

The Columbiad or Paixhan—pronounced
pay-ztn—is a large gun, designed prinei-
pally for firing shells, it being far more uc-
curate than the ordinary short mortar.

A mortar i3 8 very short cannon, with a
large bore, some of them thirteen inches in
diameter, for firing shells. Those in use in
our army are set at an angle of forty-five
degrees, and the range of the shell is var-
ied by altering the charge of powder.

A Dahlgren gun is an ordinary cannon,
except that it is made very thick at the
breech for some three or four feet, when it
tapers down sharply to less than usual size.
This form was adopted in consequence of
the experiments of Capt. Dahlgren, of the U.
U. Navy, having shown that when a gun
bursts, it usually gives away at the breech.

The Niagara is armoed with these guns,
and at the Brooklyn navy yard there are
sixty, weighing about 6,000 pounds each,
and six of 12,000 weight each, the former
of which are capable of carrying a nioeinch,
and the Jatter a ten inch shell a distance of
two or three miles; and there isone gun of this
pattern which weighs 14,916 pounds, and is
warranted to send s 13 inch shell four miles.

A casement is u stone roof to a fort made
sufficiently thick to resist the force of can-
non balls, and a casement gun is one which
is placed under a casement.

A barbette gun is one which is placed on
the top of the fortification,

Au embrasure is the hole or opening
through which guns are fired from fortifica-
tions.

Loop holes are openings in walls to fire
musketry through,

How Tae Jaranese Resrore Fapep Frow-
Ers.—After a buuquet is drooping beyond
all remedies of fresh water, the Japanese
can bring it back to all its first glory by a
simple and seewingly most destructive op-
eration.

Just as [ was about to have them thrown
away, the same gentleman, (Japanese gen-
tleman,) came tosee me, Ishowed him the
faded flowers, aod told him that though
lasting a long, time they had pnow become
useless. “Oh, no,” said he, “only put the
ends of the stems into the fire, and they will
be as good as b-fore.” I was incredulous;
s0 he tovk them himself and beld the stems
ends in the fire until they were completely
charred. This was in the morning; at even-
ing they were again looking fresh and vigor-
ous, and have continued so for another week.
What may be the true agent in this revi-
ving process, 1 am unable to determine ful-
Iy: whether it be heat driving once more the
last joices into the very leaflet and vein, or
whether it be the bountiful supply of carbon
furnished by the charring. 1 am inclined
however, to the lutter cause. as the full ef-
fect was not produced until some eight hours
aterwards, and as it seems that if the heat
was the principel agent, it must have been
sooner followed by visible changes.”
