sent. Clothes should be easy rather than !
tight. The action of the hair of the wool on

the skin, acts more beneficently for warmth,
than the smooth "plie" of the cotton.
One piece of thick cloth, may not be found

to be e<iH'il to a similar thickness of "plies." J
The cold, &c., cannot go through or affect so

much in plies, as same will do with one
