Y THE GOVERNOR OF VIRGINIA.
A PROCLAMATION.

W hersas, seven of the States formerly com-
osing i paTs of the United States have, h}'
autlority ol theiv people, » demuly resumed
the ;:.n-.;!r.-: ;:'al:xti:-’_? biy Ihi‘-m_ T t_hé _Uni!r‘d
Qrgies, and bave framed @ Constitution and
arennizad o Government tor themselves, to
which the people of those Srates are yielding
willing obedieees, snd have so notified the
President of the United Stges by all the for-
malities ineident to such aetion, and there-
by become to the United Srates a separate,
independent and fureizn paver. And, where-
a5, the (lonstitution of the Unired States has
inveszed Congress with the sole power “to
Jeclare war.,” and until such declaration is
made, the President has ne authority to eall
for an extraordinary foree to wage offensive
war ggaiost auy foreign power; nod whereas
on the 1oth inst., the President of the Uni-
rad Stages, in plain violation of the Constitu-
tion, issued a prociumation calling for & force
of seventy-five thousmad men, to cause the
layws of the United States o be duly execut-
ed vver u peopie who are no Jonger u part of
the Unien, and in said proclamation threat-
ons to exert this unususzl furce to compel
obedience to his mandates: and whereas, the
General Assembly of Virginia, by a majori-
ty appreaching to entire unanimity declared
at its lust session, that the State of Virginia
would eunsider sueh an exertion of force as
a virtual decluration of war, to be resisted
by all the power at the command of Vir-
ginig; and subsequently, the Convention now
in session, representing the sovereignty of
this Stute, has ve-afiicimed o substance the
<ame policy, with almost equal unanimity:
and whereas the Sute of Virginia deeply
sympathises with the Bouthetn States in the
wrengs thev have suffered, and in the posi-
siop they have assumed: and having mads
parnost efforts peacefully  to compose the
diiterences which have severed the Uualon,
pid having tatled inthar attempt, through
this unwarrantad aet on the part of the Presi-
dent: and it ix believed that the influences
which operaie to picduce this proclamation
against the seceded Stutes will be brought
to bear upon this Commonwealkh, if she
should exercise herundonbied right toresume
the powers granted by her people, and it is
due o the honer of Virginia thar an improper
exercise of foree against her people should be

vepelled:

Therefore, | John Letcher, Governor of the
Commonwenlth of Virginia, have thought
proper to order all armed volunteer vegi-
ments or coripanies within this State forth-
with ta hold themeseives in readiness for im-
wediate orders, aud upon the reception of
this proclamation w report to the Adjutant
Gieneral of the Stste their organization and
nambers, and prepare themselves for efficient
servive. Such companiesas are not armed
sud equipped will report that fact, that they
may be properly supplied.
