kindled with the fencing on the place, but

nil destroyed was paid for. The troop* after
breakfast formed and marched up to King s

woods, at the Junction, and planting their j
guards and pickets, laid themselves down to

catch some repose after their fatiguing
march. The two taverns at the Junction
did a thriving business while the liquor las- j
ted, the Soldiers imbibing freely. Filty cents j
a dozen were paid tor <?ggs, aI>^ other arti- j
oles of food sold in proportom. The soldiers
rations was biscuit. The resideuts ot the

place mingled with the soldiers, and con-

versed freely with them regarding their tins-

sion. .

Their only present object was to defend the

of the fifth, sixth seventh and eighth Mas¬
sachusetts State regiments, and a portion of
the Rhode Island regiments under Gov.
Sprague. They are to be quartered in the
l\ S. Treasury, the inauguration ball-room
and the Patent Office.

their several destinations, they were follow¬
ed by thousands of people, who manifested
no little satisfaction at their safe arrival here.

Sl'ECIAli EXPRESS TO THE GAZETTE.

A gentleman of' Washington, who left
Philadelphia on Monday, rcaciicd here on

Thursday e^euing, via Annapolis and
Charles Counts', lie reports the whole pop¬
ulace of Philadelphia tin exasperated, since
the surrender of Fort Sumter, and more es¬

pecially since the refusal of the Baltimore
authorities to allow the passage through that

city of Northern troops.
At Perryville, there wore several thousand

troops collected, who are transported as rap¬
idly as possible to Annapolis, under charge
of Captain .Stedmcn, I J. S. X. This gentle-
uiau came down to Annapolis in the steam-

tug Superior, with Captain .S. and several
hundred troops. As they approached the
the Constitution, in Annapolis Roads, every
preparation wan made by Captain lingers,
in command of that ship, to lire upon them,
us they were taken to be Secessionists. The j
Superior drifted down with the tide wo near

the Constitution, that the passengers could j
hear the orders of the officers to the men..

It was only by the greatest cilort nn the part j
of Cupt- ^ tedman that the threatened attack
was averted.

Arriving in Annapolis, our informant be
gan to feel at home, although t'ie city was

in possession of the government troops, lie
reports the 71st New York Regiment as a

splendid corps, far superior in appearance,
and size of men, to the 7th. which is com¬

posed chiefly of very young men.

Much indignation is expressed in view of
the neglect of Governor 1 licks to provide the
.Stale with suitable arms. The sum of
000 appropriated last year, is reported to

have been expended in the purchase of con* j
deutned muskets. Gov. il. was regarded
with suspicion at Annapolis, and slept every
night in the Xaval Academy.
