doflars, to un amount noe exeeeding tive per
eent. upon their respeetive capitals, which
notea may be signed by sueh oftcer or ofii-
cars of said Baoks, respectively, ax may be
designated for that purpose by the Board of
Diwectors; and woy of said Baunks which
have preserved the notes oi’ the denowmina-
tions of one and two dollars, heretofore is-
sued uuder authority of law, be at liberty
to cirealaie the same, =0 that their issue
shedl not exeeed the amount authorized by
this ordinauee, The Bunks whose issues
are bused uvpon a pledge ol State stock may
digspense with the signatures of the Trea-
surer, aod iszue snch small notes in the same
way ay the other Banks; but no such Bank

shall be hereby anihorized fo issue an a-

wotit of circulation larger thau is now au-

thorized by law,

That all laws now in foree prohibiting the
receiving or passing of bank notes under the
denomination of five dollers are Lereby sus-
pended, as o notes issued by the bunks of
Virginia under this ordinance, during the
time this ordinance shall remain in force.

This ordinunce shatl expire at the end of
thirty days from the next meetiug ol the
Generp! Assembly.

ESPABLISHING

VIRGINIA.

Be it ordained, That the navy of Virginie
shall consist of 2,000 seamen and marines,
in sueh proportivas as the Governor shall
deem expedient, and of sueh vilicers as haye
avaiied themselves, or may hereafrer avail
themselves, of the invitution oi this com-
wonwealoh to worthy and efficient Virginians
und residenss ol Virginia 1o the navy of the
United States, to retive therefrom and entev
the servica of this Swmte.  The rank of such
officers shall not be reversed, and they shall
have at least a rank equal to that held in
the United States,navy. .

2. The vrganization of the navy shall be
preseribed by the Gevernor, and the pay,
rativas  and allowasees shall be the same
with those of the United States navy at this
piesent time.

3. Virginizos and residents of Virginie
on the reserved list of the U, 8. navy who
resiged to eater the service ol the State,
may ba provided fur by the Guvernor by al-
lowitg those the pay they received in the
U. S. navy, and requiring {rom them such
duties as they ure competens to dischuarge.

4. Thoe roles for the government of the U,
S. nuvy at this present time shall be revised
Ly o Board of Olfcers,. ordered by the Gov-
ervor, and mude uwpplicable to the navy of
Virginia, und shall then be promulgzuted ss
the rules goveruisg the sald navy.

5 The tlme of enlistmiont in the uavy
shatl be cthiree years for seamen, and five for
the marines, and boys not under thirteen
mayv bz enlisted with the consent of their
parents or guardians,  The proper regula-
ticns oy enlistment shadl be preseribied by
the Goveraoe,

O A medwsl department shall ba organ
ized by the Governor, but no peraon shall be
appmnted thereto who has nut been a Sur-
seol or Assistant Sargeon in the Navy of
the Laited Seares, or been examioed and ap-
praved Ly o Board of Sargeons designated
fur thie purpose.

or places within their encampment, or as
the commander at such eceampment shall
designute, whether the said encampment
shull e within the limits of this State or
not.  For each place ol voting he shall ap-
point a superintendent, three Commissioners,
and as many Clerks as shull be necessary,
who, afier having been first duly sworn by
hing, =shull perform the duties required of,
and be liable to the penulties imposed upou
such oliicers under the election laws of this
State,

8. The officers conducting the said election
chall, vn the day after the election, or as
soon therafter as may be, deliver the poll
bouks to their said commander, who shull
forthwith forwerd the same to the Governor
of this Commonwealth, who shall eount the
said votes in ascertaining the result.of the
said election in the State.

9. That the election for members of Con-
aress fur this State to the I .use of Repre-
sentatives ol the Congress of the United
States, required Ly law to be held on the
fourth Thursday in May next, is bereby sas-
pended and probibited uutil otherwise or-
duined Ly this Convention,

AN ORDINANCE
Converning the Commisswry Department.

Be it Ordained, That the Commissary Gen
eral, Assistunt Comnissary General, Com-
missiries and Assistant Colinissaries, upon
eutering upon the duties of their offices,
shall give Loud, with approved seeurity, in
such penalties as the Governor way direct,
and 45 wany acting Assistant Commissaries
may be deiatled from the subalteras of the
line us way be pecessury, who shall like-
wise give bond and security as sbove direct-
ed.  The honds hereby required to be given,
ahiall be made payable to the Srate of Vir-
giuiz, and shall Le filed with theFirst Au-
diwe, The Commissary CGeneral and his
A-sistants shall pertorm such daties in pur-
chasing and issning of rations to the army
of the Ste of Virginin, ua the Governor
may direct.

Supplies [or the Army, unless in particu-

Tx_m Recent Arratr 1x Rowe,—Rosk,
April 6.—0a Tuesday night, in the Plazea
dal Popalo, a vast throng assembled to wit-
ness the grand aonual display of dreworks
the main features of which upon this occa-
sion were a brilliant representation of
chapel or sanctuary placed on the summit of
the Piocian hill, and a very beaatitul illumi-
nution of the hillside and garden by red fire

Nothing occurred that could be construed
into a political demonstration. The only ex-
traordinary incident of the evening was one
in which the Uaited States Minister, Mr.
Stockton, played the most important part,
Mr. Stockton, it appears, drove down the
Corso from his residence in thatstreet, to tho
Piazza del Popolo, where a stand had heen
erected for the accommodation of the N eapo-
litan royal family, the diplomatie corps, and
other persons of distinction. Ouv reaching
the entrance Lo the pluzza, he was informed
he could pot puss that way.

Ile presented the ticket with which foreign
ministers are furnished to secure them free
pussage on all occasions, but it did not pre-
duce the desired effect, and he was requested
to go round by the Babuino street. This he
did, but with no better result; again his
coachman wus checked, und told he could
not pass that way. | am not sure whether
he did vot try the only remaining avenue to
the plazza, the Via Rlipetts; but at last his
petience was, nos unnaturally exhausted, and
be insisted on his right to pass, and ordered
his servants tw drive on.

Thereupon there was wmuch exeitement
among the Papul gendarmes and troops on
duty; und three Poarifical dragoons pranced
about bis carriage, or, as it has been describ-
ed, charged down upon it, brandishing paked
swords, and displaying, as the Portuguess
suy, ‘“ferocious faces w the enewy.” 'The
cavalry were unprepured for the extent of
Yaokee resources. The unduunted repre-
sentative of the Model Republic drew ftrowm
his pocket a repeater flu pistol, nota watch,)
and levelling it at the dragoons, pledged him-
self to give them its contents if they further
opposed him.

The sight of the six-shooter was too much
for the nerves of the cavalry, who rode rapid-
ly from the spot, leaving the Starsand Stripes
triumphant slong the whole line. I am hup-
Py to say that the vietorious force did not
abuse its success or even pursue the routed
foe, but contented itself with repairing to its
allotted place and trunquilly contemplating
the blazing sancteary on the Pincio. But
upon the following, day Mr. Stocktou culled
upou Monsigner de Merode, and insisted on
his at once issuing an order to prevent the
possibility of the recurrence of such misbe-
bavior on the part of Papal soldiers to & for-
eign minister,

The Minister of Arms, who loves not con-
cession, was disposed to demur, but le wus
told most positively that either he should
give the order or the American Minister
would apply for his pussports. Thusurged sud
threatened, De Merode ate the leek, the or-
der was drawn up, a copy of whieli wus sup-
plied to Mr. Stockton, und so the mutter
ended.

Waar 18 Marrian Law ?—At the present
crisis, the significance of a term so much
used, and with so little accurate sense of its
weaning, becomes unusually importunt,

Buuvier defines mardal luw as “a code
established for the goverument of the arwy
and navy of the United States,” whose prin-
cipul rules are to be found in the articles
of war, prescribed by act of Congress. DBut
Chanecellor Kent says this defioition applies
ouly to military law, while martial law is
quite a distinct thiog, and is founded vn pa-
ramount necessity, and proclaimed by & mil-
itary chief.

Martial law is generaily and vaguely held
tv be a suspension of sll ordinary civil
rights and process—and as such, approxi-
wated closely to a military despotism,

It is an arbitrary law, originating in emer-
gencies. In times of extreme peril to the
State, either from without or withiu, the pub-
liec welfare demands extraordinary measures,
And martial law being proclaimed sigoities
that the operation of the ordinary legal de-
lays of justice is suspended by the military
power, which hus for the time become su-
preme.

It suspends the operation ol the writ of
habeas corpus; evables persons charged with
treason to be summarily tried by Court
Martial, instead of Grand Jury; justiliex the
searches and seizures ol private property,
and the taking possession of public highways
and other means of communicution, In-
volving the highest exercise of sovereignty,
it is, of course, capable of great abuse, and
is only to be justified vn emergencies of the
most imperative and perilous nature--
Philadelphic News.
