Fortress Monroe i? a strongly furtiihd jrar-

ri-on, situated on that point ofjaod formed
by the extreme western bank ol the Chesa¬
peake, and the oxtrenie eastern bank ol

Hampton Roads, and at the junction ol the
two waters. It was discovered during the
war of 1813-14. that Chesapeake Bay was

the key to all the waters of Virginia and
Maryland, and all who are at till familiar
with the history ot tne country, will remem¬
ber that British vessels camo into llampton
Roads, and not only took the town of Hamp¬
ton, bur, threatened to apply the torch to

Norfolk, that, phoenix like, ami sprung from
the ashes of a former war with that power..
Peace was declared in lbl-5, and when the
next Congress met they took into considera¬
tion the subject of coast and harbor delen-
uos; accordingly, a board ot engineers wan

appointed, and an appropriation made lor
the prosecution ot such plans as might be
decided upon. About this time the grand
army of Napoleon was quiet, and several ol
his principal officers had made our republi¬
can country their home; among them was

General Bernard, an experienced soldier,
and ..ne of the most skillful engineers then
existing. 11« was accordingly invited to as-

hit;t in the w«rk of arranging our system of
coast and harbor defence, and in 1816. in
company with several American officers,
projected Fortress Monroe and Fort Calhoun,
niore generally known as the "'Kip Raps.
The work was laid oft and both forts com¬

menced in 1819. From that time to this
there has been more or lcs3 work going on

at Fort Monroe, and while that work issul-
ficiently advanced to be placed in a state of
deieuee, ir. is far from being iu»ished. 1 he
extent of the work may be judged Irom the
fact that it is over a mile around the ram-

parts; the wall covers a space ol twenty or

twenty-five acres, and there are about tit-
teen acres inside of the garrison. Besides
the houses, there are store-houses, work- j
shops, (not used now,) a laboratory, an ol- j
lice, and several unimportant buildings.
The casemates commence in the vicinity

rf the postern, behind the water batt«ry,
and extend, with little intermission, to the
arched doorway; considered above as the
main entrance, "on either side of that en-

trance are casemates which arc used as quar-
revs for the officer of the day, guard bouse :

and barracks for the guard. Those near-

est the port cullis have embrasures which
are intended to protect that point Irom at¬

tack. Indeed all the casemates are supplied
with embrasures, behind which are mounted
42 p junders. Oil the ramparts, at those j
points where there are no casemates, are

mounted guns, up >u wooden carriages, whose
saucv looking muzzles arc plainly to be seen

above the green turi that caps the lortili-
cation. At the extreme Southern bastion
floitts the stars and stripes, while just below
it on the inside of the garrison, is a neat
liitie K piseopal Church where the Chaplain, i
Mr. Cheevers, still continues to offer up his }
pravers lor the Ijniori and iiS 1 resident.
A deep moat .surrounds the whole work; j
tiiis moat is supplied with water lrom Miii |
Creek, and, while the gates are open, eb!>« j
tind Hows with the tide.
The Water Battery, like all the no^onry j

W'e were Jed into the above remarks, be¬
cause of the fact that Fortress Monroe is
considered impregnable, but such is not the
fact; it tacks much of it as it now- stands,
and even if it was completed, we give our

idea of the work, when we remind our
readers that, Sebastopol and Gibraltar fell
before a resolute enemy.
The garrison at Fortress Monroe is doubt¬

less, very large and well appointed at this
time, with the capacity, ou the part of the
United States authorities, to increase it to
a larger amount.
Wo have no idea that the reports as to the

ntimber of troops now at fort Monroe, vari¬
ously estimated at from three to five thou¬
sand, are correct. But that a large and strong
garrison is now within the fori we have no

doubt.

Wiil there be W&r in Europe!
The prevailing belief seem* to be thai, War

im the Continent is imminent, and, should.it
break out, it. will probably involve the great-
or part of Europe. All will depend on the
policy of Austria. i\o doubt can exist that
France is furiously preparing for it, and no
stronger proof need be cited than the intelli¬
gence which comes to us in a roundabout
way from Cork, the leading provision mer-
chants of which city have been summoned by
telegraph to Paris, in order to contract with
the French Government for victualling its
army and navy. Affairs at present are not
unlike the circumstances which preceded
the war in the spring of 1859, when Lord
Derby was in power. Austria at that time,
agaiust the declared wish of England, did
not wait for a declaration of war against her
on the part of France, but crossed the Mincio,
in the hope of seizing Turin before a French
army could cross the Alps and come to the
assistance of Piedmont. Francis Joseph
thus became the aggressor in the hope of giv¬
ing the first blow, which is sometimes said to
be half the battle; but the result in this in-
stance was unfortunate, for the activity
the French speedily overtook the lethargic
Germans, defeated them on the plains of
Italy,* and wrested Lombardy from the grasp ]
of the Kaiser.
The apology for Austria then was that she

could n<>t wait.that she was bleeding at
every pore, and action would be less detruc-
tive to her than repose. The same apology,
is now put forth. She dreads the consolida-
tion of Italy, and believes that, by attacking
the young kingdom before its several parts
are thoroughly knitted together, the ad van-
tage wiil lie on her side. For this purpose
Austria has concentrated an army of 200,000
men iu the vicinity of the Quadrilateral, and
General Benedek hopps that he can overrun
Italy, and keep the discontented Hungarians
iu subjection, and successfully oppose the
troops of the Emperor Napoleon when they
appear in the field. If the weakness and va¬
cillation of Austrian Councils had not been
painfully demonstrated to the world timeB
out of number since the last war terminated,
people would regard such a project as the
conception of a maniac; but the whole impe¬
rial policy prepares us to believe in this or

any other act ol' insanity that she may com¬
mit. This is deeply to be regretted, for, not¬
withstanding the infirmity of purpose which
moves the Cabinet of Vienna, it is clear that
111r« Emperor means well. Pandemonium is
said to lie pavoa with good intentions, and
the good intention ofAustria with re¬

gard to Hungary are fast hurling her-
tu that unenviable destination. She is an¬
xious to concede and to conciliate,but she
vriii not concede or conciliate enough to satisfy
those who lack faith in her sincerity. She
has granted a Constitution to Hungary, but
she wiil not grant the same ancient Consti¬
tution by which the Hungarians, as the sub¬
jects of Austria, have been ruled for centu¬
ries, and the violation of which led to the
struggle of 1840.
The Hungarian Diet, recently called to¬

gether, has just baea informed for the first
time of the abdication of the late King of Hun¬
gary. and ofthe accession of his nephew Fran¬
cis Joseph -on admission on the part of the
Vienna authorities that all which they have
?lone in Hungary during the last dozen years
has been iileg.il, and in contravention of the
law of the land. Xo wonder, then, that Aus¬
tria, still hankering after despotic sympa¬
thies a: the very moment that she professes
to grant democratic rights, should disgust the
Hungarians: to such an extent that, on the
very first day of the meeting of the Diet, a

tribute of respect was paid to the memory of
Count liatthyatii, the patriotic Hungarian,
whom Austria executed lbr high treason 12
years ago. And yet Austria, with the Hun¬
garians in this mood, is said to be determin¬
ed to invade Italy aud brave the logins of
France, with the all but absolute certainty
that the Hungarians, who have been brood¬
ing over their wrongs for years past, will fly
to arms, and declare their independence of-
the House of Hapsburg. li' such be the
Kaiser's intention, infatuation can go no

further. V» c hope that it may be otherwise,
fu" Kutope would, not gain in strength or

quietude bv tiie breaking up of the Austrian
Kmpirc. If the rumored policy is to be act¬
ed on, the annihilation of Austria, as a first-
class power, is a work of certainty. She has
no>. recovered from the blows which Louis
Napoleon inflicted on her two years ago, and
another series of reverses would complete
her fate..Licrpool Times.

tricts, running fr>»m East to West, from the
Chesapeake Bay to the Ohio River. The
Commissioner* are elected for a term of six
years, and every two years an election
takes place in some one of the three Dis-
triors. This portion of the State is embraced
in District No. 2; an election for a oooimis-
sinner will take place in this District on the
re^uisr election day in May, that is, on the
fourth Thursday in May.
