MISCELLANEOUS READING!
The Law of Bj/.ckade..A blockade is a

high act of sovereign authority. Every be-
ligeraBt has a right to blockade the ports of
his enemy, but in order,to render neutral ves-
sels liable to the penalty which attaches to a
breach of the blockade, there must be:

Firai an actual blockade imposed by com¬
petent authority. Second, notice thereof..
Third, a violation of the blockade. A mere

i proclamation that a particular port is invest-
j ed is not sufficient to constitute a legal bluck-
aile. Fur that purpose it is necessary that the
place be invested by a competent naval
iorce. A blockadecommences from the time
a competent iorce is stationed to prevent
communication. There are two kinds ci
blockade, one"TTy the simple fact only; the
other by notification, accompanied by the
fact. In the former case, when the fact
ceases (otherwise than by accident or the
shifting of the wind,) there is immediately
an end of the blockade. But when the fact
is accompanied by public notification
from the government, of a beligerant conn-

try to a neial govcrnutm^nt ajwimafade the
blockade must be sup osed to exist till it has
been publicly repealed. _

A blockade must be existing in point of
fact, and to constitute that existence there
must be power present to enforce it. The
famous Berlin and Milan decrees and the
British orders in council were held illegal
because they assumed, in contravention of
the clearest principles of public law, to im-
pose the penalties of a breach of ^blockade
where uo actual blockade -existed; in other
words, to create a blockade by proclamation
The United States government has uniformly
insisted that a blockade should be made ef-
fective by the presence of a competent fore*,
and have also protested against the applica¬
tion of the rights of seizure and confiscation
to ineffectual or fictitious blockade.
A blockade having been established, the

ingrtss and egi'tax of vessels are acts treated
as breaches of it. for the destruction of the
enemy's commerce is the verj object of the
blockade. It is intended to suspend the en-

tire commerce of the place, and a neutral is
no more at liberty to assist the traffic of ex*

portalion than of importation. The utmost
that can be allowed to a neutral is, that hav¬
ing takeu in cargo before the blockade be¬
gins, she may be at liberty to retire with it.
The sanctions of the law of blockade are

the seizure and Condemnation of the offend¬
ing ship or cargo, either or both.

Compressed Air Locomotives..It is said
that locomotives are now building for the
Hudson river railroad to be run by means
of comprep^ed air. Recent experiments, it
is said, give the following results, compared
with steam:

1. A reduction of twenty per cent, in the
cost of locomotives; 2, a reduction of one
third in (he number required for service; 3,
a reduction of three-fourths of the present
expenses for repairs: 4, a saving from in-
creased durability in the ratio of 50 to 1, 5,

i a saving of one third of thefuel;ti, a saving
of water: 7, a reduction of three-fourths in
the washing and cleaning; 8, a reduction of
workshop expenses. Total saving on prime
cost amounting to one half, to which may bo
added an immense saving in construction

i account. The difficulty arising from sup-
plying the power at stations, without sen-
sible loss of time, has been obviated by a

method recently devised and patented.
