MISCELLANEOUS REAMSG.
OFFICE OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS,
To Audit and Settle Naval and Milita¬

ry Expenditures incurred in the Defence of
the State.

Richmond, May 1& 1861.
Tbe Board adopt the following regulations,

under Code of Virginia, chapter Gl, sectiou
25, upon the subject of transportation by In¬
ternal Improvement companies:

1. All troopM and persous shall be trans¬
ported by Railroad Companies for one half
the usual rates, by other Internal Improve¬
ment iompanies for one-fourth, either in the
servioe of the State, or the Confederate States
of America.

2. Arms, munitions, and baggage shall,
for the like service, be transported for one
half the u^ual rates upon Railroads; for one
fourth upon other Internal Improvements.

3. Munitions do not embrace provisions
for the troops. That term is confined to the
necessary equipments to fit an army for the
field, such as tents, baggage of troops, medi¬
cines, and other articles necessary iu action ;
also, ordinance, ammunition, &c.
Such provisions as ar_e. carried with the

troops when in motion, shall be regarded as

baggage; but such as are transported from
time to time for troops, not carried with them,
are not within the aot.'

4. The transport of provisions nol em¬
braced within the term baggage, under the
3rd regulation, shall be made upon contracts
with the compaoies, upon reasonable terms.
