The battle, before Richmond on Saturday,
took place near Seven Pines, 011 the turnpike
leading over Bottom Bridge, about seven miles
from Richmond. The attack was made by the
Confederates on (Jen. Casey's division, about
one o'clock on Saturday afternoon, and was

very disastrous to the Federal side, General
Carey's troops being forced to retire before the
.superior numbers of the Confederate", leaving
nil their camp equipage, baggnge, and two bat¬
teries in the hands of the Confederates. Some
of the troops in this division are reported to

have acted very disgracefully, and many of the
officers were rilled and wounded in endeavoring
to rally them. Colonel Bailey was killed while
attempting to save his battery. Gens. Ker-
ney\s and Hooker's divisions were ordered for¬
ward to regain the day, and drove the Confed¬
erates before them witli a bayonet charge, re-

The
Confederates would stand manfully at a distance
of sixty yards, and receive the fire of the Fed-
eral troops, but they were afraid of the bayo¬
net, and in every instance that the Federals
charged they were victorious. These two di-
