T«-,t hundred of the 5th New Y erk \Ira

afternoon of Saturday last, and camped at

Early the next morning march was resumed,
driving i i the enemy's pickets. About 10
o'clock, in the neighborhood of Orange Court¬
house, and whi.e marching into the town, they
¦were attacked by the enemy, about oU0 strong,
surrounding our men on all sides.
After half an hour's severe fighting, our
