It wasattended with much
temporary danger during its exceution, and
will for ssveral dayvs to come be of eonsiderable
temperary advantage to the enemy, whem it
rehieves of any apprehension for the safety of
Lickmond on that side, and leaves at liberty to
hurl his whele effective force weainst the army
of Gen. Pope. ~ Although MeClellan is safely
away from his late encampumient,
