A fight recently cecurred at Coldwater, Mar-
shall county, Miss., hetween a body of FFederal
cavalry, and a foree of Confederates, resulting
in the defeat of the latter, with a loss of eight
killed. Theve were no casualties on the Ied-
eral side.

Lator aceounts of the hattle near Mumfords-
ville, Kentucky. state that the Federal loss
was only eight killed and twenty seven wound-
ed. while that of the Confederates is reported
atfrom seven to eight hundred.

The latest advices from Western Virginia
veport that all the Federal forces had reached
Ravenswood, on tl e QOhio river, on Sunday
evening, bringing their baggage train through

in safety. The Coufederates are supposed to

be moving down the Kanawna.
