DISAFFECTED OFFICERS.
Gen. Banks has just issued a new order.

No. 18. After pronouncing Second Lieuten¬
ant Edward S. Berry, 156th New York, "dis¬
honorably discharged" from the United States
service, for resigning on the pretense of ill-
health, inability to perfoim military duty, and
being "opposed to the President's Emancipa¬
tion Proclamation," he makes the following
remarks:

"Hereafter, all officers who go out of their
way to assign as reason for desiring co quit j
the service of their country in the face of the 1

! enemy, their disapproval of an act oi the Exe¬
cutive for which they are in no manner respon¬
sible. will be placed by their immediate com¬

manders in close arrest, and brought to trial
before a General Court Alartial, upon charges
preferred under the fifth, sixth and ninety-
ninth Articles of War, for using contemptuous
or disrespectful words against the President of
the United States, for contempt or disrespect
towards their commanding officer, and for con-

duet to the prejudice ofgood order and milita¬
ry discipline. The severest punishments
awarded by the courts in such cases will be ri¬
gidly enforced by the Commanding Gederal.
