The following is an extiact from the General
j Order?, issued by Gen. Steele, upon setting
out on his Arkansas expedition :

''No property shall be taken from citizens
without authority. Foraging parties will be
organized by biigade commanders and placed
in the charge of commissioned officers for the

j purpose of obtaining the necessary supplies.
Straggling, marauding, and setting buildings
on fire, are positively forbidden. Any infrac¬
tion of this order which may be detected will
be summarily punished, and any officer who

| shall fail to notice such infraction shall be
| deemed guilty of neglect of duty, and dealt with
j accordingly. These measures arc necessary

j for the sake of discipline, and as a matter of
I policy towards the people uf Arkansas, whom
we desire to bring back to their allegiance.

more trouble thai night. The next morning
the steamer went up to the wharf and landed
the conscripts, who were delivered by the
guard to a regiment of Pennsylvania Reserves,
in waiting to receive them.
The seventeen who had been kept in irons

were taken in charge by the guard from the
steamer and conveyed to the camp of thj
Twelfth Massachusetts Regiment, up to ihe
army, just across the R.ippahannoek, and de¬
livered to the .Provost Marshal. All ot the
1 'skedaddling'1 party were substitutes, and, it
was thought, were principally Xew 'fork
roughs.one of whom, it was stated, had near¬

ly $4,000 in a belt about his body, the greater-
portion of which was probably stolen from
other substitutes previous to leaving the camp
at Long Island.
