moved further front. The Rappahannock
Bridge, will have to be rebuilt before trains
can run to Culpeper. The difficulty of obtain¬
ing supplies for Meade's army is the cause of
delay in the advance movement, as stores have
to be wagoned from twelve to sixteen miles to
the point where his army now is.
The Confederates still occupy Fredericks¬

burg in small force, though the retreat of Gen.
Lee s \rmy to the south side of-the Rapidan
may be a movement to occupy the old grounds
of last winter's campaign.

It is not believed here that Lee will give
Meade battle unless he is enabled to get some

great advantage of position.
The strength of the Confederate army is

estimated by shrewd military authority at 30.-
000 effective men. It will take about ten days
to reconstruct the bridge over the Rappahan¬
nock river.

It is however surmised that -the
Emperor of the French would not be displeas¬
ed or greatly disappointed if the Poles man-
tained themselves in insurrection.
