cts. per lb. for the same ? Any physician will
ti ll you that fowls kept for some time with
the craws and intestines not emptied, must \ (y

come unhealthy food. It would be much bet¬
ter lor the hucksters to have the fowls properly
cJeaned and prepared, and ask in proportion.
It is ViOi known, too, that enormous profits are

now made upon poultry bought up in the
country places at the North, transferred to the
cities, and then sent here for sale. If the
warm weather continues, however, the price
of poultry mu.st come down, and then the
"hoarders/' of turkeys, geese, ducks, and
chickens will have to "stand irom und^r/'.

A
freeze may enable them to keep up the prices.
