
On Saturday last Judge Barnard, of New

York, decided an interesting case, which has

been pending for the past eight ironths. A

habeas corpus was s»ed out on petition of

Theadore Lee, formerly of Virginia, and cousin
General Robert E. Lee, to obtain the custody

of his child, John Grigg Lee, aged six and a

half years. It appears that tree child had been

forcibly taken from the custody of the father,

jn Philadelphia, by the mother, with the

assistance of Colonel Samuel Morton, in the

month of April last. The custody of the child
had been awarded te tke father under a writ

or habeas corpus two years and eke months

previously, Judge Barnard decided in favor

of the husband, on the ground that under the

.common law the father was entitled to the
custody of the child.
