Death of Hon. M. R. X Garnett.
[From the Richmond Whig of February 16. |
Wa are gricved to announce the death of M.
BR. B. Garnett, Hsq., member of the House
of Representatives from the Bssex District
of Virginia. He L reathed his last at his ‘resi-
dence in Hssex county, Saturday last after a
briei illuess of Typhoid fever. Mr. G. was
one of the most valuable members of the
House. Possessed of a clear and vigorous
intellect, which had been improved by a
_ thorough edecutation, and an enlarged course
of readiug and study, and practisei in the art
and learning of statesmanship, few men of his
years have 3ver been better fitted for the
weighty duties of legislation in a time 8o mo-
mentous as this, than was he. Mr. Garnett
aspired to be and was more than a politician—
statesman. From his graduation at the Uni-
versity, with the highest honors, to the period
of his unexpected and untimely death, he had
devoted himself to those graver contempla-
tions an 1 more solid srudies, which, while they
snay not best qualify ghe public speaker for
display on tte hustings, or evoke the vocifera-
tions of popular assemblies, prepare the law-
maker to handle wisely and with advantage 0
the people, the great questions that involve a
nation's well being. The death of any such
man at this time isa public loss, but little short
of a general calamity. M. Garnett's age was,

we suppose, about forty-two. _He had served,
with distinction several terms in the Congress

of the United States.

During the reception at the White House
in Washington on Friday, Dr. Augusta, the
negro surgeon for the District negro regiment,
dressed in his major’s uniform, and Assistant
Surgeon Albott {negro, of the same regiment,)
paid their respects to President Lincoln, and
were kindly received by him.
