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RILPATRICK'S EXPEDITION.
Gen. Kilpatrick's expedition has succeeded
in reaching—the Peninsula.  Gen. Butler
celegraphs from Fortress Moaroe to President
Liscola that Kilpatrick reached the Federal
lines on the Peninsula, on Thursday last, with
she loss of one huadred and fifty men from
skirmishes by the way. Ameong the missing
:s Col. Dahlgreen, who, with five hundred men,
led the advance, and alse Colonels Cook aad
Litcbfield. The two former, it is supposed,
were taken prisoners. What became of the

latter is not mentioned.
The Army correspondent of the New York

Tribune writes:

“The latest dispatches from Kilpatrick to
Gen. Pleasanton, dated Spottsylvania Court
House, Sunday morning 11 o’clcek, states that
he crossed the Rapidan at Ely's Ford at 4
o'clock A. M. on Sunday, surprised the Rebvel
pickets asleep, and captured a captain, lieuten-
ant and ffteen men. The eoncluding words of
his dispatch were:—‘Twenty miles Tearer
Richmond, and all right. Will double my bet
of 5,000 that T enter Richmond.’

“ustar’s division on Lee's left decoyed
og the Rebel Cavalry away from Kilpatrick’s
proposed line -of - rsid, and will surely give
him twenty-four hours start of Jeb Stuart’s
tired horses, if they hurry back from Charlotts-
ville in pursuit. Confidence in Kilpatrick's
success here is weakened only by the arrival in
Richmond recently and unexpectedly of Long-
street’s formidable veterans. Kilpatrick was
ready in saddle two weeks ago, when per-
mission to start was finally conceded. The
delay in striking the blow gave time to the
Retel Government to hurry Longstreet back
from Tennessee. But Kitpatrick has 5,200
picked men and several mounted batteries,
and, for rapidity of wotion, marches in three
aolumns, and wastes as he goes right and left
of each of the three lines.”’

The Washington Star states that Gen. Kil-
patiick drove the enemy inte and through
their fortifications into the suburbs of Rich-
mond, but not succeeding in penetrating to
the city, he afterwards ir ade several ineffectual
efforts to reach the Army of the Pctomae, and
then made for the Peninsula.

The recommendation was concurred in; and,
as the bill now stands, domestic liguors are
taxed sixty cents per gallon from the passage
of the act until the 1st of July, the tax ceas-
ing at that date. The tax of forty cents 0o
imported liquors is retained. The vill to pre-
vent all persons engaged in the military and
naval service from interfering in elections came
up as the special order, and at the close of
Mr. Powell's speech on the subject, the Senate
adjourned.
