
Christ Church..A publication signed-by
four "members of the present vestry of Christ
.Church" states that the present vestry of the

.Church were elected in March 1863; that of
this vestry two are communicants of the Prot¬
estant Episcopal Church, and the remainder
are not "non-profesfors of religion in the
sense of being inti-iels, atheists or scoffers at
sacred things;" that the parsonage of the
church was leased, to secuie, with other
source? of revenue, a sufficient suni to pay the
salary of a rector; that Rev. Mr. Drumm was

Cilleltobe rector in November j.w, and his
salary raised to $1,203 at his soHeiafion in
Jauuiry la-t; that in February, "the Rector
and five members of the Vestry being present,
Mr. Drumm's relations with Christ Church,
as Rector, were ter;nii.ated by the passage -of
a resolution, with no negative vote and only
one dissenting voice ; that this action was re¬

ported to the Military Governor lor his infor¬
mation, and was neither approved nor disap¬
proved hy him, but simply recognized as a law¬
ful exercise of authority on the pin of the Ves-
try," and that "in conformity with this action
of the Vestry, Mr. Dru.nm was requested to
desist from holding services in the Church,
and to deliver over the keys, and upon his re

fusing to comply with these requests, the mili¬
tary authorities so far intervened in the matter,
on the application of one of the Vestry, as to

sustain them in their lawful authority ; to se¬

cure the continuance of public services in the
Church, and the worship from unseemly dis¬
turbance." Immediately following the ab>ve
statement is another signed ''Agnostos," to

the following effect: . 1st. That n » "change in
the Rectorship of Christ Church" has taken
place, and 21. That the Riv. Mr. Drumm will
continue to officiate if? Christ Church at least
lor the present, and 3 1, That the congregation
of the Church are invited to meet on Easter
Monday, (28th inst.,) t) elect Vestrymen for
one year.
The correspondent of the New York YVoHJ

asserts that in the recent advance upon Tun¬
nel Hill and Dalton, the Federal troops sus-

cained a defeat. It was supposed that John¬
son had weakened his army l>y detaching sev¬

eral divisions to reinforce Folk, and that the
Federal troops at Chattanooga vould, therefore,
meet with very little opposition in their move¬

ment upon Dalton. The result, however,
proved that Johnston's army was not only
strong in point of numbers, but that it occu¬

pied a defensive position which could neither
be carried by assault nor turned by a flank
movement, as at Tunnel Hill and Lookout
Mountain, Under these circumstances, the
Federal troops, after sustaining a very heavy
loss, fell back to their old quarters.
Two steamers arrived at New Fork on

Saturday, with advices from New Orleans to

the Ilthinst. Gen. Banks is on the eve of
departure for Western Louisiana. A fleet of
Admiral Porter's gunboats has already started
with the intention of co-operating with the land
forces. In the recent fight on the Washita
river, La., in which Admiral Porter is reported
to have captured a Confederate fort at Harris-
sonkurg, one of the Federal vessels was struck
thirty-five times. Lieut. Williams, or the 4th
Wisconsin, had been killed by guerrillas not
far from New Orleans. It was reported at
New Orleans that Yazoo city, with the 11th
Illinois, had been captured.
The New York banks on Saturday generally

advanced the rate of interest to seven per cfc.,
but on the street, loans were made at five to
six.
