The Philadelphia North American, a Republicanpaper of the strictest sect, thus speaks of
the lute developments concerning the "Freedinen'sBureau," and, of that sideboard itself:
"The revelations made by the commissioners

realize all our worst apprehensions respecting
the practical working of this monstrous Poor
Law Board, and prove that the whole system
is rotten to the core. It was to preserve the
frcedmen from the very evils herein specified
that the humane Republicans in Const ess upheldthe Bureau; and now that the cupidity of
rogues in office has converted the system into a

heinous iniquity, we arc glad that the President
has promptly int offered. The commissioners
having recommended the abolition of all civil
machinery of the Bureau in Virginia and North
Carolina, and its transfer to the officers ot the
army, the President has ordered the change to
be made. We know nothing of the department
beyond what we read in this official report, but
having confidence in the commissioners, we are

pleased to see their recommendations carried
into effect. Gen. Howard seems disposed to
shield his agents, and alleges that some oi'them
are the victims of prejudice and false reports.
But it is not very creditable to the Gen. himself
that he should have permitted such a state of
things to grow up in the department under his
charge. When Gen. Grant made his tour
through Virginia and the Carolines, lie came to
the same conclusion that Generals Pullerton
and Stcadman now have,and as the la iter simplypropose that tiic management of the operationsof the Bureau shall be transferred to the
army officers, who are under (ho orders ol'Gen.
Grant, we heartily approve and endorse the
proposition. Whether the abuses described arc
true or not, wc arc convinced that the frcedmen
must learn to get along now in a state of freedomwithout being fed and clothed by the Government.This state of dependence must have
an end.'"
Gen. Grant s Option's..Nelson Dingley,

Jr., editor of the Lewton (Maine) Journal, and
Speaker of tlie House ot Representatives of
that State during the winter of 1SGJ, visited
Washington a few weeks ago, and had an interviewwith General Grant. Ho spent an

hour with the general, the subject of conversationbeing the condition of the county. Gen.
Grant intimated that it would perhaps have
been better for the country had the war continuedfor ti year longer, adding further observations,of which Mr. Dinglcy made notes.
"He was confident that the largo majority of

the Southern people would smother their resentmentsand become good citizens, if the
mischief makers at the North (the Copperheads)would only let them alone. For himself",
if he had the power, the first thing he would do
would be to seize the New York News and kindredsheets, which tire giving the South so

dangerous an idea uf their own position and
rights.

Proceedings of Congress..The Senate,
yesterday, passed the joint resolution relating
to cadet appointments'at West Point, prescribingthe ages of candidates at from seventeen to

twenty-two, except in the cases of those who
have served in the army, who may be received
until twenty-four, and excluding lrorn admissionthose who have served in the confederate
army. The Senate'adjourned until Monday.

one of the book-keepers of the bank and son of
a prominent clergyman of this city, has been
arrested and imprisoned. He admits bis guilt,
says he forced his balance sheet to make up the
default, and has returned a part of the money.
