NEWS OF THE DAY.

The Memphis-Bulletin says: “Gen. Fisk
has surrendered to Mayor Park the care of the
white and colored sick and indigent poor per-
sons lately cared for by the Bureau, the Gener-
al agreeiog to turn over the hospital stores and
medicines, to cease to collect fines and forfei-
tuvres at the Recorder's court, and to pay the
sum of $£1,000, and t2 turn over the buildings
used for hospital purposes, the Mayor to care
for all now in charge of the Bureau, and all
future cases that may arise.”

It is understoood at the State Department
that a contract has been made by the French
government with the Transatlantic Steamship
Company,for the retransportion of the first re-
turning detachment of the French army now in
Mexico from Vera Cruz, in October next, and
that Marshal Bazine is to leave Mexico with
that detachment. :

Gen. Wm. F. Barry, now in command of
the United States forces between Buffalo and
the Niagara river, is colonel of artillery in the

regular army, and brigadier general by brevet.

He was at one time chief of artillery of the
Army of the Potomac, and otcupied the same
position position in Sherman's army during the
famous march.

One hundred miles of the Union Pacific rail-
road was completed yesterday, giving three
hundred and eighty-three miles of continuous
rail west of St. Louiz. The company i3 now
runnine onc hundred and twenty-six miles of
road, iacluding the Lawrence and Leavenworth
branch, and will raach Fort Riley in the latter
part ot July.

The establishment, in England, of a-new or-
der of “Benedictines,”’ under the control and
patronage of a portion of the Episcopal High
Church party, and conducted by a Mr. Lyue.
calling himself Father Ignatius, has been bro-
ken, under circumstances not very favorable to
“Father Ignatins’” himself, and his associates.

The annual examination of the cadets of the
U. S. Military Academy commenced on Tues-
day, at West Point. Owing to the unfavora-
state of the weather, the attendance was not as
large as on previous occasions. The Board of
Visitors appointed by the President were all
present, except Judge Marvin, of Floride.

The fieet in which the students of the Naval
Academy at Aunnapolis make their cruise on
the 20th of June is to consist of five vessels—
three steamers and two sailing vessels. Ttis
also thought that the yacht America, which
carried off the prize at an English regettasome
years since, will accompany the expedition.

A Proclamation,

Whereas, It has become known to me that
certain evil disposed persons have, within the
territory and jurisdiction of the U. S., begun
and set on foot, and have provided and prepar-
ed, and are still engaged in providing and pre-
paring means for such a military expedition and
enterprise, which expedition and enterprise is
to be carried on from the territory and jufisdic-
tionofthe U. S., against Colonies, districts and
people of British North America, within the
dominion of the United Kingdom of Greut Brit-
ain and Ireland, with which™ Colonies, districts
and people and Kingdom, the United States are
at peace. And whereas, the proceedings afore-
said constitute a high misdemeanor, forbidden
by the laws of the U. S., as well as by the law
of nations;

Now, therefore, for the purpose of preventing
the carrying on of the unlawful cxpedition and
enterprise aforesaid, from the territory and ju-
risdiction of the U. S., and to maintain the pub-
lic peace, as well as the national honor, and en-
force obedience and respect to the laws of the
United States, I, Andrew Johnson, President of
the U. S., do admonish and warn all good ¢i i-
zens of the U. 8., against taking partinor inany
wise aiding. countenancing or abetting said un-
lawful proceedings; and I do exhort all judges,
magistrates, marshals and officers in the service
of the U. S. to employ all theirlawful anthority
and power to preveat and defeat the aforesaid
unlawful proceedings, and to arrest and bring
to justice all persons who may be engaged there-
in; anddzursuant to the act of Congress in such
case made and provided, :

I do furthermore authorize and empower
Major General George G. Mecade, commander
of the Military Division of the Atlantie, to em-
ploy tne land and naval forces of the U. S., and
the militia thereof, to arrest and prevent the
setting on foot and carrying on of the expedition
and enterprise atoresaid.

In testimony whereof I have hercunto set my
Eancll and caused the seal of the U. S. to be at-

xed.

Done at the city of Washington, the sixth
day of June, in the year of our Lord one thou-
sand eignt hundred and sixty-six, and of the in-
dependence of the United States the ninetieth.

Goose Creek
Bridge will be a permanent structure; those
over Broad Run and  Beaverdam temporary
oné®designed to last some four or five years.—
Mr. McKensie would make no promises about
Leesbnrg, but I am sure that enough money
to re-butld Goose Creek Bridge, raised in our
county in small amounts, say as low as $10,
and payable in railroad fare or freight, would
be aceeptable ; und in these days ot small be-
ginnings I reckon almost any man could raise

that sum.

Latest from Europe.

By the arrival at Halifux of the steamship
Africa, we have advices from Europe to the
27th ult. The three neutral Powers have sent
identical notes to Berlin, Vienna, I'rankfort and
Florence, inviting all the belligerent parties to
a conference, to be held at Paris as early as
possible. The only doubt seems to be whether
Austria will consent to he represented, except
on conditions that would_render the action of
the Congress nugatory. Warlike preparations
are continued. There were rumors cuarrent at
Prague, in Bohemia, that the Prussians were
again advancing to the frontier. Itis also re-
ported that Kossuth, acting in concert with
the Italian Government, is endeavoring to pro-
voke a revolution in Hungary. There was
rather a better feeling 10 Eogland in financial
circles, owingto the large arrivals of specie
trom the United States, but there was still
much depression in Eoglish finances and in
commerce.

Extracts are made from the speeches of Mr.
Chase, the present Chief Justice of the United
States, when he was a member of the Senate,
going the whole length of the State Rights
doctrine, and affirming his belief that ‘‘he knew
of no remedy against 2 State for refusing to

erform its stipulations as a State, under the
