As several articles, which have lately appearedia the Washington city papers opposing the
relinquishment by the government of the privateproperty of the Alexandria Canal Company,seized and held possession of for military
purposes during the war, would seem to indicate
that some in that city are really in favour of the
perpetration of this outrage, and, as self interest,in these degenerate times, usually sways the
opinions of men, we inform the citizens of
Washington that, by the present retention of
the Aqueduct,the forty thousand tons of CumberlandCoal annually consumed in their city
costs them from one dollar to one dollar and
twenty-five cents more per ton than if the AlexandriaCanal were in navigable order. All
the Cumberland Coal used in Washington *.vv

.except that hauled from the wharves above
Georgetown, in wagons, at an enormous expense.owingto the shallow water at the outletlock, and also at Rock Creek, and to the
diminished attitude of the bridges over the
canal, has to be transhipped at Georgetown
into small boats, which, by their light draught
of water, are enabled to pass the obstructions;
but this transhipment, and the freight on the
small boat, costs from one dollar to one dollar
and a quarter per ton.
Wero the Alexandria Canal in navigable orderthe price of coal at Washington would be

about 20 cts only more per ton than at our coal
wharves, because the canal boats, loaded at the
mines, could, without let or hindrance, be towedfrom the outlet lock at this city to the
wharves at Washington, and the difference in
the price of coal in the two cities would be only
that caused by the towage.

The facts of the crsc lie would ^resent tothem and ask for an expression of thu.r views
as to the propriety of the course adontej onthat occassion by him. The Mayor of the Ci\v
called on him with the intelligence that there
was a demonstration to be made by the colored
people towards decorating the graves of the
Federal soldiers; that the citizens looked uponthe proceeding as gotten up by some personswith a view to reflect upon the recent action
of the ladies of the place, in reference to the
graves of the Southern soldiers. The Mayordesired peace, he was a sworn peace officer
but he greatly doubted his ability to
preserve the peace and prevent a collisionif *such a demonstration was made
by the colored people at that time..
lie (General Tiilson) also desired peace, it was
a part of his duty as Commissioner of the Bureauto cultivate feelings of amity between the
races. While he did not doubt the right ol
the colored people to decorate the graves of the
Federal soldiers, he deemed it imprudent undei
(he circumstances, and advised against it at
the time, and that he had supposed that the
demonstration would be postponed for the time
being. It had been said that lie closed his office
on the day on which the demonstrations of honoi
to the Confederate dead were made. He dojiicdit, his office was not closed. For his actionlie had been abused at the North by hiformcrfriends. Ilis removal had been clamoredfor; but the President of tbc United
States approved of his conduct, so did Genera
Howard.
