- 10, Howard hus received the report of Gen.
5, Sewall, who has resently completed a
owr of inspection throughout the State of Vir-
siaiz. He reports that in the interior and
sorthern parts of the State, especially in the
sheaandonk valley, 1the freedmen are ndus-
sriuste employed, at remuacrative wages, and
weern o appreciate the foree of their contracts,
ir. the southern poriion of the State. particn-
J=+ly on the peninsu'a, where they have con-
ccopated in lurge numbersin villages and camps,
ere condition 13 vot favorable, us there 1s a
caveaty of labor. Complaiuts are made that local
ncgistrates are unw:lling to reczive the com-
daintsof freedmen zeainst white ctizens, and
<ithout the interveution of the officers of the
snreau, justice wonld in many casss be denied
baimn.  The higher tribunals are disposed to
dea! fairly  with the colored pzople, but the
cifficalty is in the incepion of proceedings
beture the local magistrates, The iotelligent
shires are dispesed o treat the freedwmen with
Findness, bat the lower classes mavifest great
hostility to them, anlan utter disregard of their
dzhis(?). It is not casvto determine when the
burcan may safely Le withdrawn, as the desti-
rute and dependent ¢tn only look to the Gov-
ernment for supuort, The State authorities
uro not yet disposed or prepared to assume
ibeir maintenance aud car:, and though the
State laws have been greatly modified as affect-
ine frcedmen, the tewper of many of the peo-
ple who exceute then 1s not such as to safely
entruest te freed people entirely uuprorected
in their hands.  The schools are well conduct-
¢d and 1o successtul operation. The teachers
are devoted to their work, though in many
‘netanees subjecred to iosult and contumely.—
There are now 145 schools in the State, 225
renchers, and 17,559 scholars, with an average
attendunce of 12,030, The sumber of freed
ceople, male and fewale, supplied with rations
izesfollows:  December, 1863, 9,000; January,
166, 10,260 Febroary, 9,938 Mareh, 8,505 ;
april, 7,211, The issue has steadily deereased
since January, and there will be a farther de-
crease during the swwmer and autumn months,
hut i’ no provision is made by the loeal author-
ities, for the support of the destitute, there
will be an inereased demand upon the Goyern-
meut during the ensuing winter.”—[Wash.

Their Commis-
sioner, who is now arranging to embark for
Great Britain, will be empowered to contract
with relinble tenants in Xurope for the lease of
lands, either in large or small tracts. Land

country and abroad,
