I take a sad pleasure in renewing here, ere I
reach the full confession which this pen must
commit to paper befure I sleep again, the home-
ly juys of my residence in lexandria.

I have said, elsewhere, that the household
of my sister was of an unobstrusive character.
She had mingled but little with her neighibors,
and yet somehow—at church—in charities—
like had drawn like, and a circle of irivnds,
larger than I, at first, supposed, made up her
world on this side ot the waters. She drew
upon all ranks for her friends, and gathered, it
not the highest—the best; they who made
rank exalted, because it encircled them, and
they who took from humble-life all suspicion of
meanness, because such gentle folks were hnm-
ble Couvalesence ripened into health under
these genial influences, but several years elaps-
ed before I was perfectly restored to my former
vigorous health.
