15 at Johnson's Island, liberated, but was not
‘urnished with transpertation. Being without
mouney, he was at a loss how to get to his
2ome, which is in Augusta county in this
State, nine miles from Staunton. He, how-
-ver, made his way ioto Indiapa, afoot, and 1in
sassing through a town of that State, went
‘nto a hotel, thinking he migbt meet with
-ome one who would give him assistance. A
wumber of men were at the bar drinking,
<mong them a Federal officer, who was talking
4hout the war, and amoog other things, said
-hat he had taken an oath to kiil every one of
Ashby's men he cver met with. Without
<topping to weigh the consequences our re-
:zrned hero spoke up, on the 1mpulse of the
sioment, and said ‘‘he was one of Ashby’s
—en.'’  The officer at once drew a nistol and
ired on him three times, cach ball taking
«ffeat, but not in vital points. QOur Confede-
ate, like a wounded lion, rashed on him,
--renched the weapon from his grasp and shot
he officer dead with a remainicg ball. The
Confederate was arrested, throwa in prison,
here he suffered long months of corfinement,
and it was only very recently that he was
Yrought to trial, which resulted in his final
sequittal.  He then started again for home,
und reached here Saturday morning by the
‘Tennessee train. He stopped at the Norvell
#{ouse, where he was recognized by gentlemen
who knew him and vouched for his respecta-
Lility and reliability. He also had with bim a
copy of the records in the trial properly au-
‘henticated, corroborating his statements.—
Yo was furnished with assistance and started
‘v his home Sunday morping. His name 1
Zimpson, and he was a member of Ashby’s
~emmand, while that knightly chiettain rode
+is wondrous rounds, and was the first to
-oach his noble form when he fell. Thus has
serhaps the last “rebel’ in gray, come back to
1is home, save the long, long list of those who
leep in the *‘bivouac of the dead” who will
agurn never again to the howes for which
They fought so well.—Lynchbuig Virginion,
