LETTER FROM GORDOHWNSVILLE, VA.

[Correspondence of the Alexandria Gazetle.]
GorDONSVILLE, VA., Oct. 9, 1866.
* Arrived here yesterday from the Southiwest.
I was struck with the evidences of improve-
went everywhere visible,  Onee divided into
old and new Gordonsville, by intervening {ields
of arass and graio, the cnergy of its peaple has
rapidly filled up the vacant spaces With new
and handsome mansions, and though corpora.
tions—railroad and municipal, may wrangle
about it, here at least the law of consolidation
seems to be fully acknowledged. Four churches
now adorn ifs streetsetheir capolas and spives
lifted high above the surrounding plain first
arrest the travellers gaze, and tell of a pious
and christizn people.  Here the memorial as-
sociation or associations are alive to the grate-
ful task selt-imposed. There arve three of
these organizations, Picdwont, Lady's and
Jeb Stuart’s.  The lust compesed of little boys
and girls, held on Sunday last its regular mect-
ing. Ilenry Quarles of Louisa, the orator for
the cecasion, delivered an address, which for
purity of thought, propriety of language and
happy arrangement was remarkable for one of
his years. It was the childs tribute, sponta-
neous and glowing to the memory of oor itlus-
trious dead. e was followed by Mr. James
A. Evans, who, most feelingly pictured the
negleeted and uncared for condition ol the
eraves of our dead on the plains of Muanussas.
