You have only twenty min-
ates to deliberate on this important matter,”
g, The injured soldiers, whose grievances
wnsisted of arrcarages of pay, had murinously
warched from their barracks in military array,
and at that 1ime some three hundred stood
with fixed bayonets around all the doors of the
Siate-house, where they remained three hours. -
(‘oneress immediately passed resolutions pro-
(esting against this insult, and calling upon
the Esecutive Council of Philadelphia to take
cffcotusl means to support public authority,
and suggested that, unless such measures were
promptly taken, Coogress. would adjourn to
meet elsewhere. The Commander in-Chiel
was iImmediately apprized of the situation, and
desired to despateh such foree as he may judge
*fpedient for suppressing any dizturbance that
way ensuc.””
