Trs ALEXANDRIA CANAL Aquepvcr.—We
supposé the following article from a citizen of
Georgetown, published in the. Georgetown
Courier, must express the sentiments of macy
reasonsble people in Georgetown, as it does of
all reasonable people out of that place:

*‘I desire to say a few words in reference to
the petition of several of our citizens, request-
ing the Corporation of Georgetown, to vote an
appropriation of meney to fce Counsel ina
ridiculous law suit, to be commenced by them
against the Alexandria Canal Company, which
was chartercd by Congress 26th day of May,
1830, (see Statutes at Large, vol. 4 folio,) and
amended by Congress 17th day of May, 1844
The aqueduet has bad a chartered existence
of 36 years; and the water waslet into the
same on the 4th July, 1843, so that the work
kas beeo in use 23 years as u way fur the trans-
poriation of boats navigating the Chesapeake
and Ohio Cenal.  Are nol (he parties com-
plainauts precluded from remonstrance by the
statute of limitation and long acquiescence in
the existence of this work without ever assert
ing their rights, if they ever had any? The
Luw assists the vigilant, not the sleeping, is
the maxim. Again, when the Aqueduct was
contemplated, its locality was agreed upoun by
a direeter, reprezenting the ciiizens ot George-
town, as & directoria the board of the Chesa-
peake and Obio Canal Company; and when
asistance was needed from Congress to under-
“take the work, a Committee from Alexandria
met a Cou_lmittae of our Uurparation in our
old Council Chamber, when Alexandria pro-
posed to usite with us and ask a donation
from Congress to ercct the Aqueduct and a
toll bridge, towhich we objected. We desired
a {ree bridge, by the side of' the Aqueduct.—
The Ferry was then owned by Alexandria,
having purchased it at public sale, while we
were sleeping, for the sum of, if I recollect
right, 700 dollars, Alexandria would not con-
sent to have a free bridge, and our committee
would not consent to have a toll bridge, so
they disagreed.  Alexandria went to Congress
sivgle handed, and ovtained $400,000 for the
construction ot their Aqueduct. (See acts of
Corgress June 23¢h, 1832, and March 3d, 1837.)

It we had consented to have a toll bridge by
the side of the Aqueduet, it would bave been
the part of wizdom ; haviog obtaised which
we conld have sueeesstully petitioned Congress
a few years atterwards to have declared it free,
as they did the Potomae and Iatile Falls
Bridges. When the Aqueduct was being eon-
struteed, many citizens of our town considered
the work detremeuntal to the navigation of the
Potomae river, aud then the Recorder was in-
st-ruc:;.ed to lay an injuction, and prevent the
erection of the work. Thecourt held “‘that the
Corporation of (3eorgetown could not maintain
this sait on behalt of the eitizens. It was not
like the case of a creditor’s bill, where the per-
sons bringing the suit by name have an interest
in the subject matter, which cnables them to
sue, and others are treated as coplaintiff with
those named. Theappellants have no authori-
ty to vindicate in a court of justice the rights
of the citizensof their town in the cojoyment
of their property.”” The court further said
that a party may maintain a private action for
special damages even in the case of a publie
nuisance, but the citizen in such case, towain-
tain his action, must aver and prove a special
injury. (12 Peters, page 91.)

Let us look at the po_r-ition of affairs when
the Aqueduct was being construeted. The
late General Mason was then (he owned of
Apalostan Island, the ferry at the foot of
Frederick street, the land along the Virginia
shore reaching nearly to the Falls bridge, and
the Columbia Foundry, where he manufactur-
ed, guns, shells, and implements of war for the
United States, and which were transported
down the river from his foundry in sailing
vessels. When the Aqueduet was completed,
this mode of transportation ceased, and if
General Mason could have scen bhow he could
have prevented the construection ot the Aque-
duct, he would have doneso. e was nota
man to slumber over his rights.”
