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- InTERNAL TaxarioN.—Referring to the de-
mand of the manufacturers for more ** protec-
tion,”’ the New York Times says:

‘“ There is but one remedy for a market glut,
and that is reduced production until the stock
on hand be consumed, the manufacturcrs full-
ing back upon the prodigious profits of recent
times. And. the only sate mede of lsereasiog

_the demand is to increase the available means
of thecommunity by diminishing the taxation
90 which they are subject. As for the mznu-

- -facturers, we think that their trae reliet lies in
the dircction of a reform iu the internal reve-
nue system rather than inan increase in custom
duties. Their worst troubles spring from the
dearness of labor, which is the resuic of the
inflated currency, and from the oppressive tax-
atior incident to the existing systemn of internal
reveoue.’’

CoxvEeNnTION OF ToBACCONISTS, —The Lyuch-
burg Virgioian says:

““We saw a letter yesterday to a tobecconist
of this city from a member of the Association
of Tobacco Trade of Cincinnati, suggesting the
holding of a convention at Wa-hington City
about the first of February with reference to
the sutject of the heavy tax on tobaceo, and
inviting the manufacturers of this city to co-
operate in the movemeat. Steps have been
taken here to ascertain whether the tobacco-
nists of Petersburg and Richmond propose to
take a part in the Convention; if so, these of
Lyuchburg will also join in it. ~Wercgard this
us an important matter, and hope it way re
sult in a reduction of the onerous tax now cuw-
barrassing the tabacco trade.”
