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In the discussion of tho Usury Bill, before
the Virginia House of Delegates, Mr. II. M.
Bent ley, of Loudoun, said : uHe had beonjoppo-odto the abolishment of the usury law last
winter, and he was confirmed more and more

in i hat opinion by every act ot the Assembly
at this session. One ot the first laws we pass
ed, was one giving an extension of the time for
the payment <>t one year's interest, at six per
cent, on the debt; why, sir, how are we to pay
ten or fifteen percent? In a late decision, by
an «hle judge of this eby, he has declared the
stay law unconstitutional. There are thousandsupon thousands ot creditors who have
money loaned upon real estate who feel perfectlysafe, but yet, if you pass this law, will say
to the debtor I can get ten per cei-t. for my
mnnvy, and it you can't afford to pay it I must
c!<»e the trust. I would ask members if there
were any of them who, before the war, when
they were in affluence, and when they had
their own labor to work their farms, made afterpaying expenses, over sis percent? We
are four-fifths an agricultural community.
Then, sir, upon the other hand, if the law is
<Rcided constitutional, \>e say to the creditor
in the State, you shall not recover your money,
at ihe same rime you shall receive but the six
percent; but a party may come herefrom
another State and receive any amount of interestfor his money ! Why. sir, wont our people,
have a right to complain? Is there any justice
in such a proposition ?
The gentleman from Alexandria reads us a

long argument from some authority to show
« A # 1- ?

tliat a man has a rigm to ger, as muen lor uis

money as for his horse or land ; this, I admit,
i< a plausible argument. The answer which I
should give to this is, if this argument, which
proceeds from the creditor side, could be modifiedso as to place money on a level iu all respectswith merchandise, 110 man would object
to the change ; hut they do not propose equality
0! power. The money-lender says, I ought to

have the privilege of using my money as

merchandise and to obtain the most I can tor
the use of it. Well, sir, if money is to have
the privileges of merchandise, merchandise
should have the privileges of money. Would
the gentleman take the house or land in pay
men t of his debt? I imagine not; then, sir,
it there is no equality, you should impose upon
money the greater restraints.
By this bill the banks are allowed to charge

any rate of interest. We all know the dread
and terror of the discount day to the debtor;
what will it bo if you abolish the usury laws ?
You render these banks gambling-houses ; the
man that will bet highest will get the money.
What will become of the poor men.the men

of moderate means? They won't be able to
set a dollar. Gentlemen tell us that it will
bring money in the State. What's to bring it;
you have nothing but the land as securitj\ I
deny that it will bring money. You have
first to establish credit and confidence ; the
Northern capitalists say to you, We have no
confidence in you; your State is not fixed ; you
are suspended, as ir were; We don't know
whether you'll fall or not. Now, sir, in my
humble opinion, if you will go on and pay the

1 interest upon your public debt, you will do
more to regain confidence than all the enactmentsyou can make on the usury subject..
Your bonds, now a drug on the market, will
go up 100 per cent. Do this, sir, and let your
usury laws alone, and ali will yet be well
with us.

Were this state of a£fa>rs
once changed it is most probable that all the
rich resources would he put 10 proper use.

Every inducement is offered to settlers both on
the part of the present hospitable inhabitants
arid the natural facilities of the country.
Among the most painful records of the late
