Court of Appeals..In this court on Tuesdaythe following cases were disposed of:
O'Niel vs. Commonwealth upon an appeal

for a writ ot error to a judgment'of the Circuit
Court of Fairfax county, by which the plaintiff
was sentenced to the penitentiary for two years.
The writ appealed for was awarded 011 the 2.'!d
of July last", and on the day aiterwarJs the ap
peliant was pardoned. The writ was consequentlydismissed on yesterday.
The ease of Smith's executor v.s. Smith and

others, upon an appeal from a decree pronouncedby the Circuit Court of Alexandria,
was heard, and thecougt reversed the decree of
the lower court.
The following is a more full report of one

of the cases mentioned above :

The petition oi Richards C. Smith was heard
and disposed of by this court yesterday. It.
sets forth that Hugh C. Smith departed this
life, leaving a will, whereby he directed a certaindivision and disposition of his estate, in the
will mentioned, among his children, and certain
other of his relations and connections; and ap
pointed the petitioner executor of his will, with
certain powers over his real, as well as his
personal estate; that on examining said will
there was found an apparent intention on the
part of the testator to include his icalty in the
property beneficially devised, hut it was very
doubtful if the words sufficed to carry the real
estate at all, or merely left it to descend to the
heirs at law ; and that, to clear up these
doubts, and for his instruction how to proceed
in his trust under the will, the bill in the accompanyingrecord was filed; and the court
decreed that the real property was not disposed
Oi by the \nij, but that tnc icstator died intestateus to the same. Among other things, the
petitioner .suggests, that in such decree there is
error in holding that said will does not cany
the real estate; and for his instruction and
protection as trustee and executor, lie prajs
an appeal and supersedeas from the said decree.
The court was of opihiou that the testator,

."llugh Charles Smith, did not die intestate as
to his real esiatc, and that the words "all the
residue of my estate which may at any time
accrue and come to the hands of my executor .

either from the lapsing of any of the alorcsaid <

legatees or otherwise," in the residury clause <
of the will, are applicable, and that the decree
of the Circuit Court so far as it is inconsistent <
with the foregoing opinion is erroneous; thereforeit was decreed and ordered that so much i
