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Rica PEOPLE.—Some time since I saw a
printed list of some people in New York whose
incomes seemed enormous. As wealth is a
subject so interesting to Americans, I will refer
10 & few rich people who have lived or are now
living in Europe. 'Tis said that the revenue
of the Marquis of Westminster, England, is
£10.000 a day. His property is valued at
£105,000,000. The late James Morrison, of
london, left to his widow an aonuity of £10,000
a year, 8 legacy ot £5,000, the residence in
Upper Harley street and Basildon; to his son
Charles, £1,000,000, including the estates in
Berksboro, Middlesex, London, Goring, as well
a3 Islay; to his son Alfred, £750,000, 1ncluding
estates in Wellshoro, Hampshire, Glenmorgan-
shire and all articles of virtu and art at Iort-
hill ; to his son Frank, £300,000, including es-
tates in Kent, Surrey and Sussex: to his son
Waiter, £300,000, including four estates in the
West Riding, Yorkshire; to his son George,
£300,000, iccluding estates in Buckinghamshire
and Oxfordshire ; to his son Allan, £300,000,
incluiiog estates in Suffolk and lissex ; to his
three daughters, £50,000. His business in
['oree street was iransierred to Mr. Charles
Maorrison for £350,000  The word *‘including”
seews obseure. | think it should have been
written ‘‘exclusive of the money.”” ‘The whole
gstate was valued at £20,000,000 sterling, nigh
£100,000,000.

Mr. Richard ‘Thornton, of the old Swan
Wharf, (I think Liverpool) recently died, hav-
ing a fortune of .£2,202,4993, or near $12,064.-
G75, estimating the pound at five doilars,
Jean Louis Grffahe is, in fact, one of the
richest capitalists in France. His fortune is
estimated at one hundred miilions of franes.
IIe i3 now eighty years of age.

A young Count Solviikot, attached to the
Russian Embassy, (London,) married in Au-
gust last the daughter of a citizen of Moscow,
possessing gold and copper mines in Russia.
His fortune i3 valued at four hundred wmil-
lions of franes, or say eighty millions of dollars,
calhing five franes & dollar. This lady is the
only daughter of Mr. Jacoliff, and will inberit
that imwmense fortune.  Mr. J., who resides in
i'aris, (itis said,) desires that his son-in-law
shoald live away {rom Paris. Mr. J. has pur-
chased for Mr. S. a princely residence in Lon-
don and St. Petershurg. The Count will have
twenty or twenty-five millions of franes anoual
revenue,

_ Tre Gurra-PerciiA TREE. —Sumatra a large
island in the Iodian Ocean, has large forests
of the gutta-percha tree (lsonandra gutta.)
“Crutta”’ is the native name for gum, and
“percha” is the Malayan name of a forest tree.
The virtue and uses of this tree have not been
long known to us. Previous to 1844 its very
pame had not been hieard in England.  About
that tme an KEnglish physician was walking
through a forest when he saw a woodman at
work. Observing that the handie of his ax was
of a substance quite unkcown to bim, he in-
quired what it was made of, and was told that
it was the juice of a wee, which could be
movided into any forin hy merely dipping it in
hot water, after which, when cold again, it be-
came quite hard. Oa examining the tree the
physician found the juice lying in straight
lines down the trunk, and that by cutting small
holes in the trunk, it {reely flowed out, of a
whitish color. On hardening it became darker
in appearance. In the first instance abous
two hundred-weight were sent to England as
an experiment; its utility was soou discovered
aud now several hundred tons are imported
every year.

_Gutta percha is largely used for soles of shoes
l:_:pmg, bottles, and other purposes where dura-

ility is required. It is also turned to account
for finer and more ornamental work, some in-
deed, of considerable beauty. But its highest
use is in the coating it forms to electric cables.
Little did the worthy physician imagine thatin
a short time it would be well konown throughout
the land, and regarded as onc of the most valu-
able substances possessed by man, Besides the
Juice, ti® tree yields a pleasant fruif, a valuable
oil, und a drug for the chemist. Its flowers
are used by the natives oi the Lodian peninsula
for food, and its wood is a good timber.

TiE NATIONAL MECHANICS' BANK OF BAL-
TIMORE.—This bank is one of the oldest insti-
iions in the city, it having hecn chartered in

130, and includes among its directors some of
the most wealthy and respectable citizens.—
What is most remarkable io the late defalea-
tion is that it should, extend back through a
period in whizh another heavy fraud took piace.
The other embezzlement referred to was that
of Riebard Turner, a teller in the baok, about
1845, who, in conjunction with W. Birch, bya
svstem ot the reissuing of uncancelled checks,
suceeeded in abstracting $00,000 of the fricads
of the bank. Turner and Birch were both
prosecuted, and were convicted and sentenced
for three years to the city jail, where Birct
died ; but Turner was finally released, and after
concertizing successtully as a ballad singer for
s while, and keeping the Green Spring Hotel,
and then, for several years, a hotel at Sykes-
vile, on the Balt. & Ohio R. R., he also died.
Itis now well remembered, by maoy friends of
luruer,_ that from the time of his convicticn
up to his death, he always averred that “‘there
Was a thief in the bank yet.”” The next heavy
loss by the bank was in making loans to the
imount of some $£230,000 in transactions with
the Merchants’ National Bank of Washington
and the firm of I. P. Bayne & Co., ot thiseity,
on collaterals which have not proved to be
very valuable. With the $£300,000 said to be
fr]l]mived'm the late defalcation, the losses in
if‘ must involve at least half a million of dol
Jars, The bank had accumulated a considera-
le surplus, which enables it to weather the
0sses.— Baltimore Sun.
