1I. In pursuance of the act of Congress cn-
titled ““An act to provide for the more efficicnt
sovernment of the rebel States,”” the President
directs the following assignwents to be made:

First District, State of Virginia, to be com
wanded by Brevet Major General J. M. Scho-
tield. Headquarters, Richmond, Va.

Seeond District, consisting of North Carolina
and South Carolina, to be commarded by
Major Geeneral D. 18, Sickles. Headquarters,
Columbia, 8. C.

Third District, consisting of the States of
Georgia, Florida and Alabama, to be com-
manded by Major General G. H. Thomas.—
Headquarters, Montgomery, Ala.

Fourth District, consisting of the States of
Mississippi and Arkansas, to be commanded
by Brevet Major General E. O. C. Ord.—
Headquarters, Vicksburg, Miss.

Fifth Distriet, consisting of the Staties of
Touisiana and Texas, to be commanded by
Major General P. H. Sheridan. Headquur-
ters, New Orleans, La.

The powers of Departmental cowmanders
are hereby delegated to the above-named Dis-
triet commwanders. By command ot General

Official Order of Gen. Schorield.

Rricmyvionp, March 13.- Gen. Schofield to-
day issued an official order assnning command
of the district. He directs all officers under
the existing provisional government to contin-
ue (o perform the duties of their respective
oftices according to law, unless otherwise di-
rected, in individual cases, until their sucees-
sors are® elected under the act of Congress.
He says it is desirable that military power be ex-
ercised only so far as is necessary to accomplish
the objects for which it was conferved, and he
appeals to the people, and especially to the
¢ivil officers, to render the necessity for its ex
ercise as slight as possible, by strict obedience
to law and the strict coforcewment of it in all
cases.

GREAT Froop—IyMMENSE DesTRUCTION OF
ProPERTY.—The Western papers are full of
narratives of Jdamages inflicted Ly the recent
flood. At the South, also, the flood in some
sections has been destruetive.  On Wednesday
night a bridge on the Mobile and Ohio Rail
road near Union City was washed away, pre
cipitating a locomotive on a northward bound
train into the river. At Columbus the track
is submerged. Reports from points south of
Cincinnati state that great destruction of prop-
erty has been caused.  In many places between
New Albany and Evansville the Ohio River is
thirty miles wide. Tmmenge numbers of cat-
tle, sheep and hogs have been drowned, and
hundreds of thousands of bushels of grain
swept away. The Holstein River, from its
headwaters in West Virginia to the mouth,
was higher than cver before kuown ; at some
points it was over lifty feet deep. The dama-
ves in East Teonessee alone will reach $2,000,-
000,
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Use o WiNe.—Prof. Agazziz, in his cvi-
dence before the Massachusetts , Legislature
committee on the prohibitory liquor law, said
‘‘he hailed with joy the efforts to cultivate
grapes in this country, as he considered such
cultivation one of the best means of waking a
temperance population : he thought if the cul-
tivation was more general there weuld be no
need for 2 prohibitory law. IHe stated that
temperuneo societies had assisted in importing
puie wines into Norway, and that in that coun-
try and in Denmark and Sweden, intemperance
had been greatly checked by the introduction
of such wines and fermented liquors—especial-
ly beer. IHe expressed amuzement at the in-
terfereoce of our government with the wodes
of living of the people. He had no doubt that
our facilitiecs—especially in Ohio, Missouri and
California—were as favorable for wine growing
as those of Iurope, and that the pursnit might
becowe 2 profitable part of owr agriculture and
commerce.’’

THE AMENDED ‘‘SUPPLEMENTARY ' BILL.—
We publish the proposed Amended Supple-
mentary Reconstruction bill, as reported tothe
Senate by the Judiciary Commitree. The
proposed ameudment substitutes for the oath
of sincere attachment to the Union and the
Government, the declaration that the affiant is
not excluded from the right to vote by the
fifth and sixth sections of the act of March 2d.
The voter will, nevertheless, be compelled to
swear that not oniy will he himselt ‘‘obey the
laws of the United States” to the best of his
ability, but that he will “‘engaze all others™ to
such obedience. The registers and judges of
the elections are required to take the “‘iron-clad
oath'’ (so-called) of July 2d, 1862, In mauny
ot the counties in the States subjected to the
operation of this bill, hardly a resident can be
found qualificd to act as register or judge. The
elections, therefore, must of necessity be held
by the subordinates of the General in command.

The National Intelligencer says:—""The ad-
vocates of colored suffrage do not seem to have
a very cxalted opinion of the ability of the
black man to take care of himsclt.  Mr. Wilson
wants him protected against the schemes of
claim agents, and proposes to take charge of
the woney duc cvery colored soldier, and put
it by law io the hands of a trust company. It
would be smusing to obscrve how gentlemer
contradict themselves about the black wan’s
capacity if it did not involve such solemun inter
ests. It is scriously proposed to have the
Government guard the fands of those who it
is claimed have not wit enough to keep from
being swindled, by the very same men who
have formally declared by legislative enactment
that they shall be invested with the right of
suffrage.”’

The Baok of Virginia havieg usssigned all
its effects to S. C. Tardy and D. J. Saunders,
as trustees, these gentlemen have instructed
the officars of the bank in each city where a
branch of the same was located to notily ail
persons indebted to the bank, whose debra:r.-
ginated prior to July Ist, 1861, to muke pay-
ment without delay in national currency, and
that the notes of the bank or branches will no
longer be received in payment of such debt.

The late severe rain storms prevailing in the
movntain ranges of Virginia and North Cur-
olina have swollen ail the streams aud rivers
and oceasioned extensive freshets. A heavy
freshet in the James River for the past three
days overflowed the Rocketts and prevented
the steamers from landing at the wharves, but
the ficshet is now subsiding.  All the rivers
flowing into the Chesapeake have visen several
feet higher than usual.

The Dismal Swamp has been flooded by the
rains, driving the bears and other wild animals
fyom their lairs in the bushes and dense forest.
Large numbers of the bears have been scen
prowling around the edge of the swamp in quest
of food, occasionally making a bold dash ou the
barn yards of the farmers and committing dep-
redations on their live stock.

Yesterday in the Senate, Mr. Trumbull re-
perted trom the Judiciary Committee a substi-
sute for the House “supplementary bill to the
reeanshuction bill,” and asked for the immedi
atee onsideration of thesame, but Mr Howard
ohiceting. it goes over under therules.  ITtisus

follows : :

AN AcT supplementary to an act entitled “An
act to provide for the more cfficient govern-
ment of the rebel States,”’ passed March
two, eichteen hundred and sixty seven. and
tn lacilitate restoration.

Be it enacted dc., That before the first day
of September, eighteen hundreed avd sixty-
seven, the commanding general in cach district
defined by an act entitled “An sct to provide
for the more efficient goveroment in the rebel
States,” approved March seeond, cighteen
hundred und sixty-seven, shall cause a regis-
tration to be made of the male citizens of the
United States, tweuty-one yesrs of age and up-
watds, resident ia each eounty or parizh in the
State included in his distriet, which registra-
tion shull include only those persous who are
qualificd to vote for delegates by the act afore:
suid, and who shall have taken and subseribed
the following ocath or affinmation: "1,
., of . in the county or parizh of
, In the State of . do hereby =ol-
emnly swear (or affirm) that I not am excladed
from the right to vote by the fifth and sixth
sections of =uid *Aet to provide for the more
cffivient eovernment of the rebel States ;" that
L wili support the Constitntion and obey the
laws of the United States and that [ will, to
the best of my ability, encourage all others to
do the sawme, so help me God ;" whicl oath or
affirmation mav be administered by any rogis-
tering officer,

Sec. 2 That alter the completion of the
registration hereby provided for in any State.
at such time and places therein as the cow-
manding geoeral shall appoint and direet, of
which at least thirty days’ public notice shail
te eiven, an clection shail be held of delegates
to a convention for the purpose of establishing
a constitution and ecivil government for such
State leyal to the (Inion, said convention in
cuch State, except Virginia. to consist of the
same number of members as the most numer-
ous branch of the State legislature of such
State in the year eightecn hundred and sizty;
to be spportioned among the several distriets,
connties or panshes of sueh State by the com-
manding general, siving to each representation
in the ratio of voters registered as aforesaid us
nearly #s may e, The convention in Virginia
shall consist of the sume number of members as
represented the territory now constituting Vir-
sinia in the wost pumerons braneh of the le
oislature of said State in the year elghteen
hundred and sixty, to be apportioned as alore-
'-Zlit*.

Sec. 5. That all eleetions in the States
mentioned 1 said **Act to provide tor the more
cficient covernment of the rebel States’ shall,
during the operation of said act, be by ballot
and all officers making the said registration of
voters and conducting said elections shall, be-
fore entering upon the discharge of their duties,
take and subseribe an oath faithtully to per-
form the duties of theiv said oflice, and the
oath prescribed by the act approved July see-
ond, eighteen hundred and sixty-two, entitled
“An act to preseribe an oath of office.”
