Encourage Home Manufactures..It is

a notorious fact that heretofore it has almost

invariably been the habit of the merchants of

this State, generally in the towns, to apparentlyignore the existence of the manufacturingclass of their own communities, and to

purchase farther North goods that are not only
not superior, but in many cases inferior to those

manufactured in.their own immediate vicinity,
by their own friends and neighbors, and at

prices, too, higher, than the home manufacturers
sell theirs; and in numerous instances it

happens that the goods are manufactured in the

ci'ies and towns to which they are brought back;
having been purcha.-ed originally by the Northern

merchant from the Southern manufacturer.
Now this anamolous condition can be partially
accounted for, and the fault in some cases

lound to rest with the Southern manufacturers,
who, in order to secure Northern credit and
trade, and to dispose of their goods in larger
quantities than can be invested in by Southern

rr \T .1

merchants, do not hesitate to oner rHorinern

purchasers the inducement of cheaper rates;
but why it should obtain with reference to

those manufactures in the South, who allow
the location of the residence of the purchaser,
or in the amount he buys to make no difference
ia the price of their goods, in not understood.
The above is occasioned by the statement that
some merchants of this city, wholesale and
retail, procure their supplies of soap and candles,

from the North, while here in their own

city, and by their own townsmeu and friends,
Messrs/Monroe & Thomas, Soap and Candles
in large quantities, and of the best quality, are

made and sold at as low figures as similar
goods can be bought anywhere in the North.
