BeroRE A MiciTARY TRIBUNAL —An alter
cation, says the Day Book, occurred ssveral
days ago between Mr. John M. Drewry, 2
Justice of the Peace for Norfolk county, and
one E. W. Whipple, whom we do not know,
and who emigrated to Norfolk soon after the
evacuation in 1862. After the altercation in

which Drewry is said to huve been quite as
vigorous as was Nicholus Nickieby when he
made his onslanght on old Squeers, the
parties were carried before Mayor Ludlow, of
Norfoik, with the following rasult, which is a
matter of record in the Mayor’s office :

‘The evidence showed that a dispute arose
at the Fercy whaif, about a short quarter,
which Whipple presented to pay his fare.
Diewry refused to take it 1o consequence of
being so ordered by the Directors. Some
words passed and Whipple called Drewry a
d—d fool, when he was struck by Drewry for
the insult. The Mayor looked upon the case
as a mutual breach of the peace, fined each
party 85, and bound Drewry over to keep the
peace in the sum of £100 for six months.

Whipple is a Noithern wan and does not
ned reconsiruction, but he evidently thought
that Justice Drewry and Mayor Ludlow did ;
and for the purpose ot carrying out that laudi-
ble idea he appealed to Major Bissell the com-
mandant of the post, and that geotleman hav-
reterred the matter to General Schofield, the
(General ordered an iovestigation of the case.
In accordance with that order copies of the
tollowing summons were served upon Mayor
Ludlow and Mr. Drewry, with the slight dif-
ference that the Mayor was to bring the re-
cords of the office with him for investigation.

In obedience to that order Mayor Ludlow,
with a ponderous volume, and Mr. Drewry,
appesred at headquarters yesterday morning.
Several members of the press presented them
selves also but were politely refused admission.

Mr. Whipple was first examined, then
Mayor Ludlow, and thea Mr. Drewry. The
evidence was committed to paper, and togeth-
er with the summing up of the court, will, we
presume, be forwarded to Gen. Schofield.

discard them. He eautioned them too against
men who had nothing but false promises and
deceit to offer them, and told them that their
true friends were those to whom they had to
look for employment—that they would have to
live among and must cultivate the frierdship
of the Southern whize people.”’

How 1o HAVE MEALY PoraTors.—It is a
very common thing in the Spring to find
strocg, watery potatoes on the table, uniess
carc has been taken to select and preserve
them. A poor potato is the poorest article
of food that can be had ; and ss soon as they
begin to sprout they begin to grow poor and
watery, the better part of the root going to
the support ot the sprouts; bence, to have
mealy, nice potatoes it is necessary to keep
them from exhaustng themselves in this
wag. An exchange gives the following method
of preventing the poiatoes from sprouting,
which we hope will be tried and approved : —
Take good, sound potatoes and place them in
a tub or barrel, and pour toiling water over
them, letting them remaiv in the water uotil
the eyes are scalded so that they will not
sprout; dry the potatoes thoroughly in the suo,
end then put them away in a box or barrel in
avery cool, dry place. This will give good
ealy poratoes all the time.
