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Prayer MEeEeTING 1§ THE Cars.—We giv
below a description of a railroad accident on
the Southside road Tuesday, the 11th iost., by
an vye witness to the scene :—Norfoll: Virg.

“The Southside train lett Lynchburg on
Taesday morning with a large number of dele-
gates and visitors from the Baptist Associa-
tion. When a faw miles from the city, T felt
that the car was jerking and thumping at a
terrible rate. Fortunately the engine was
snddenly checked, and the train stood still on
a high embankweant. Looking behind through
the wild tawult of sereaming womeun and
floating dust, I saw that the rear end of the
car was all splintered and ploughed into the
earth. Three ladies were lying amid the
debris on the leit, and Rev. II. Petey, of
Eastern Shore, pale and faint, on the right.—
He soon revived. Others were slightly bruised
but no one seriously injured.

By spontanzous impulse it was agreed to
reassemble in the broken car, and offer
thanks to Almighty God for our preservation
from death and injury. Rev. G. F. Adawms
opened the services. He was followed by
Revs. Reuben Jones, T. W. Sayder, J. IL
Pritchard, Wm. Slate, J. E. Hulson, A. L.
Owen and T. Hume, Sr. I bhad attend-
ed many prayer meetings, under a great variety
of circumstances, in_private rocms and splendid
temples, on the wild praires of Texas, among
the rugged hillls of Arkansas, on the banks
of the Mississippi, in the gorges of the Allega-
nies, and along the (ide-washed shores of lower
Virginia, but never did 1 witaess such a prayer
meeting as ‘that beld in that shattered car,
amid the romatic hills of the upper James
river.”

Froy FREDERICKSBURG ta ORANGE (JOURT
House.—A recent hurried ride through the
war scarred country [rom Irederickshurg to
COrange Court House, gave sbundaut evidence
that time and labor are speedily removing and

healing the desolations and losses of the battles
which were fought all along the entire distance.

There is more cultivation and many more
good crops than we had supposed. [Houses
have been repaired, fences rebuilt and many
places look better than before the war.— |
(hancellorsville and Robinson’s old tavern are
still desolate and mneglected, but the “‘Wilder-
ness”’ “‘blossoms like the vose.” The view
from the old Wilderness Tavern is beautiful.
“Ellwood’’ appears to be as thoroughly culti-
vated as in old times, and the wheat fields and
corn fields are as extensive and flourishing as
we ever saw them. The geld winers spend
inoney in this section. Stevens & Berryseem-
ed to be doing a thriving business. All along
the road from Verdiersville up there are sigus
of life and prospects of improvement

Nothing can be more beautiful than the
country and crops and gardens in aud around
Orange Court [louse. The wheat is abun-
dant and magnificent. Itisa sight to cheer
the heart ol the wost despondent to see the
land blooming and almost laughiog with de-
light and joy at its own opulence and wealth of
producticn. — Frederickslurg News.

The staff of Queen Victoria’s kitchen in-
cludes the chief cook, three master cooks, two
yeomen of the kitchen, two roasting cooks, and

four apprentices. ‘I'here are ulso two lardess
and stores, a storekeeper, two green office men,
three kitchen maids, and two men to superin-
tend steam apparatus. The salary of the chief
cook is about $3,500 a year; that of the master
cooks u moiety of that sum. The chief and
master cooks have the priviiege of taking the
apprentices, of whom there are now four; the
remium which is received from each (averag-
ing from £150 to £200) being divided, as
“‘per arrangement,’’ between them. The sal-
aries and wages of the other personsin the
kitchen vary from ten shillings per week to
£175 per year. A lad who is apprenticed to
one of the Queen’s cooks may, if he conducts
himself properly, obtuin a situation in the
kitoben at the expiration of his term. The
first step is, in the event of a vacancy, or of one
being created, the situation of a larder; and
sometimes, if he have friends and influences,
he obtains the situation of clerk in the Con-
troller’s office. The chicts of the kitchen dine
by themselves at 3 o'clock, the chair being
taken by Her Majesty's chief cook, orin his
absenco by the senior cook. The apprentices
dine with the scourers, kitchen maids, &c.

A mysterious oceurrence is causing a consid-
erable sensation at Fontainbleau. Sowme cxeur;
sionists in the forest three days back discovered,
pear Franchart, in the underwood, at 2 short

_ distance from the road, the body ot an elegant-
ly dressed lady, the face of which had becn de-
voured by sowme ecarniverous animal, probably
a weasel. The corpse hore no other signs of
external violeoce than the mutilation just mer-
tioned. A judioial inquiry has brought to light
the fact that two ladies had, about a week be-
fore, alighted at one of the hotelsin the town,
and, after breakifast, had taken a carriage for a
drive in the forest, but had paid and sent back
the driver on arriviog at Franchart. In the
evening one of the strangers returned to the
hotel in apparent distress, saying that her com-
panion had quitted her in the forest, and ask-
ing whether the latter had since called there
for her. On receiving a reply in the negative,
she at once started for Paris. There is little
‘doubt that the body found is that of the mis-
sing visitor.
