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 MLiTARY INTERFERENCE IN WINCHESTER.

Our readers will remember the accounts pub- |

jished at the timeof its occurrence, of an affray
in Winchester, on the 22nd of February last,
in which a man named Trenary was killed by
an inssne man named Korney. Recently the
rand-jury of Judge Parker’s Court failed to
ﬁnd a true bill against Forney, when Colouel
Frankllo, commanding the post, notified the
Sheriff not to enlarge Forney without his or-
der. On Tuesdsy morning, the 11th inst., the
Commonwealth’s Attorney having refused to

roceed any further, the prisoner's counsel,
R_lajor Douglas, moved the Court to summon
another grand jury, stating that his client did
not desire to avoid the tullest and closest inves:
tigation. After advisement, the Court on the
following day granted the motiou, and ordered
the Sheriff to summon a new grand jury for
the ensuing Monday. On that day the special
grand jury found a true bill, but the trial of the
case was postponed because of the absence of

a witness,
