A LePgr VILLAGE.—A writer in the Corn-
hill Magazine describes a visit toa Chinese
leper village near Canton. He says:

1t is situated about two miles and a half
from the suburbs ot Canton, on a slight emi-
peuce, in the midst of cultivated fields, and ac-
commodates between four and five hundred
lepers, with their children bora in_the asylum.
All persons recognized or declared by the au-
thorities to be lepers are sent to these asylums,
of which there are three in the neighbo:hood
of Cantou. Neither husband, wife, nor chil-
dcen are allowed to accompany the leper to the
asyluw ; but they are allowed to choose them-

seives new conjugal mates from the inmates of

the same. -The : children born from these
unious remain in the village. I saw of them
a great number, varying from the age of infancy
to twenly-five years, and, in fact, judging trom
the great number of sound people in the estab-
lishment, the offspring: would seem to be as
pumerous as the legitimate occupants of the
place. Only one leper admitted he was the
son of another leper then in the place. Asa
rule, they try to conceal their descent from dis-
eased parents.

“The village itself forms a rectangle, sur-
rounded by a brick wall, twelve feet high, with
a gate which is closed every night. The fol-
lowing description may give you an idea of its
joper arrangements. A street about fourteen
feet wide (wider than any street in Canton,)
leads from the gate straight up to the tem-
ple or joss-house. From this street, branch
out ‘at right angles on each side about
fourteen parrow lanes, three feet and a half
wide, each two separated by onc single low
building, partitioned again by a wall along its
whole length and crossways by twelve to four-
teen crosswalls, so as to form twenty-four nar-
row apartments. In these small holes that
whole mass of population is stowed away every
night. OF course, 1 cannot speak with praise
of its state of cleanliness—quite the reverse.
During the day the gates are open, and the
lepers roam at liberty, to beg through the
streets -of Canton.” They receive besides a
«mall daily allowance from the government, and
the monopoly of the trade of coir-rope making,
by which they .earn something in addition.—
The lepers leave the village in the daytime at
pleasure, and their friends enter as freely to
visit them, circumstances which go far to de-
monstrate the popular opinion that the conta-
gion is not volatile or diffusible, or that it re-
quires prolonged actual contact to communicate
itzelf from one person to another.

‘“We had- taken the precautionary measunre
to send a message to the village on the day
previous that we were coming to distribute
alms ‘among them. In coasequence of this,
the greatest portion of the lepers remained at
bome that day, and I had an opportunity of
examining a great number. As a result of his
investigation of cases, Dr. Hillebrand satisfies
himself three distinct varieties—the tabercular
forin, the erysipelatous ard the simply paretic
or paralytic. “I'he latter form is often accom-
panied with inveterate psoriasis; and he had
frequently seen this tyvpe of disease in the
Hawaiian islands, but had not previously re-
cognized it as leprous.”
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A WEearTuy AMERICAN DIES ABROAD.—
Mr. Horatio Ward, a native of New York, died
in Paris on the 28th of April last, at the age of
6. Many years since he left this country and
took his abode in Kngland. At the time of

his death he was liviog in Paris; but as he re-
garded “*Merrie England” as his permanent
home; his will was admitted to probate in the
latter country. The personal property of the
deceased in Kngland amounts to nearly $500,
000. By the provisions of the will and codi-
cil the larger portion of the estateis to be di-
vided between the testator’s nephews. e be-
queaths $100.000 to the ‘*National Soldiers’
and Sailors’ Home”’ of Washington, D. C.,
and $100,000 to various other asylums for Sol-
diers’ orphans.  In addition: to:the above he
also bequeathed $19,000 to the' granddaughters
of the late ‘Mr. Henry Morris. His reasons
for this bequest are somewhat siogular.  Mr.
Morris was aresident of New York, aond ac-
quired ‘somewhat of fame at the period of
the Revolution. 1t appears alsothat he must
have dieplayed a spinit of kindness toward
Mr. Ward when the fatter was-a boy, and in
vet@irn for this goodness of heart a bequest is
made to his' descendants. In the wiil of Mr.
Ward the following sentence stating his rea-
son for the bequest occurs: ‘‘These ladies are
the granddaughters of the celebrated Robert
Marris of the Revolution, and it will be asur-
prise to them to receive a legacy from a person
they never knew, and perhaps never Leard of.
It is in return for kindness shown me by their
tather when 1 was a boy.”’
