Hqrs' First Mirrrary DISTRICT.
STATE oF VIRIGINIA,
RicHMOND, VA., September 24, 1867.
To Mr. James McDonald, Richinoud, Vu:
Sir: I have received your communieation
of this dateasking my decision of the guestion
whether delegates to the State Convention
will be required to take the oath preseribed

by act of Congress for officers of the United

States, and by section 9 of the act of July 19,

tor “‘all persons berealter elected or appointed

to office in said military dlstricts under any so-

called State or municipal authority, or by de-

Eail or appointment of the district ecomman
ers.

In reply, I have no hesitation in saying that
delegates to the State Convention cannct be
required to take the oath referred to. Section
9 of the act of July 19 refers to officers elected
under authority of the so-called or " provisional”
State governments,

This cannot be construed to include delegales
to a State Convention elected under authority
of the Congress of the United States. No
oath whatever has been prescribed by law for
delegates to the State Convention, and there is
no authority but Congress competent to pre
scribe such oath., The only restriction im-
posed upon the registered voters in the selce-
tion of their delegates to the Convention is
that contained in the fifth section of the act
of March 2d, viz: *‘No person excluded from
the privilege of holding office by said pro-

osed smendment to the Constitution of the
Toited States shall be eligible to election as a
wember of a convention (o frame a constitution
for any of the said rebel States.”

ScHoors FOR FREEDMEN. —The fourth semi-
anoual report of the schools for Freedmen for
the six months ending June 30, 1807, made to
General Howard by J. W. Alvord, General
Superintendent, has just been issued from the
“‘Bureau of Refugees, Freedmen, and Aban-
doned Lands.” Frowm it are obtained the fol-
lowing items of local interest :

“*A change has been again made in the de-
partment of Washington.  Alexandria (city
and county) and Fuirfax county have been at-
tached to the department of Vireinia, and
West Virginia has been added to the depart-
ment ol Washington.

“In Alexandria (city and county) and Bair-
fax county, Va., there are 20 schooly with 35
teachers -29 white, aud 6 eolored, and 1,756
pupils.  The average 13 1,204, or 68 per eent.

“The local superintendent remarks : *When
we first opened onr sehools 1n Alexandria there
was almost uoiversal opposition and ridienle. —
Now, the people are thoroughly conviuced of
their benefits, and at the late pablic examina-
tivn, which was crowded with the white citi-
zens of the place, astonishment and cven de-

the ].':ll[_'iil:-._ and the geeal progréss they liud
niade.’

“Hor Mareb the superintendent reports
‘somiewhat diminished numbers by the transfer
of Alexandria and Faifax counties, Va., to
the care of the comnpissiouer of that Hale.- -
But the average stlendance is remarkable,
when we consider the exeeedively bad weather
during nearly the whole wooth.’

“*The housein Alezandria, Va., which was
nearly completed when that field was taken
from us, is an excellent building, and gives
creditable evidence of care tor the education of
the youth in that portion of this department.

Dismar Swame Pear.—'The New York
Tribune hus a long article on peat --the peat
of the Dismal Swawp, the lukes, aud Canada,
The article disensses peat in all its edaptations
as fuel, It has been tried in Capada tor rail-
roads with fine results, Lt 1s econowical and
cficient. 1t requires less amonut in bulk of
fuel than coal, and makes an intense heat.
Railroad men regard it as a great auxiliary (o
railroad interests, not only as fuel, but us afford-
ing a new article of transportation. Itis also
considered as suitable for iron works as a fuel
for “‘swelting purposes.” For parlors snd
chambers it 1s said to be admirable. It is
buraed in small quantities, and requires to be
replenished often; but yields a wmore<mtense
heat and makes less ashes than coal or wood.
Dismal swamp is probably the largest available
peat deposit in Ameriea, if not in the world;
and its availability arises in a great measure
from the fact that a canal large enough for
small steamboats traverses its centre.
