It says that
a lady-friend has known this recipe to be used
in many cases, and has never known it to fail
in curing chills and fever. ‘‘Takea wine-glass
full of the .best apple vinegar for nine morn-
ings: in:this' way; Take it three successive
days, then omit it three days, and so on until
the ‘ vinegar has' been takén nine mornings in
all. ' The vinegar must be a first rate article of
apple vinegar.”’

SOAP MAKING—COLD PROCESS.
In Virginia there is 2 mode for making soap,
adopted by the country people, whicb they

call the cold process, that deserves to be gen-
erally known. Tt is thus deseribed by a farm-
er’s wife: :
~ “I put my barrel—a common fish barrel—
in the cellar where it is intended to stand, and
fill it nearly full of strong ley; then add as
much grease, without meltiog it, as I think
sufficient, stirring it once every day or two.—-
In afew days Ican tell whether I have put
too much or too little grease, and add ley or
grease as the case may require. In two or
three weeks it becomes excellent soap. We
get rid of the trouble and risk of boiling, and
can make it as suits our convenience, or occa-
sion requires.”’
