TaE RaDIcAL Mass CONVENTION—A Muss
-axD A Row.—To attempt to portray the scenes
and iocidents of the Radical Mass Convention,

* held at Lyceum Hall, last night, for the osten-

gible purpose of nominating municipal officers,
would beiimpossible—they beggar description.
From its organization until its close, the meet-
ing was one continued and uninterrupied scene
. of confusion, noise, contrariety, vituperation,
crimination and re-crimination, insult, incbrie-
ty and obscenity, uotil finally it broke up in a
IOW.

The assemblage was presided over by C.
Whittlesey, E. E. White, white, acting as
Secretary. '

As soon as the organization had been effect-
2a W. W. White opened the ball, by woving
that (he meeting proceed to uwominate candi-
dates for the municipal offices. This motioun
called up George Tucker, who veliemently op-
posed its passage, as an act, humiliating and
beneath the dignity of lreemen. [le censured
Gen. Schofield for wot having, before this,
ordered an election, and declared that he, for
one, was not willing to nominate candidates,
whose respectadbility was to be passed upon by
Gen. Schofigld. Gen S’s reported assertion
that if respectuble persons in this city were
pominated, be would order an election, was
severely animadverted upou by the speuker,
who stigmatized it as low, dirty and eontemp-
tible, and, said Mr. Tucker, *‘the wan who
would bring such s wessage (referving (o Judge
Usderwood, who made the aunouncement) is
on'y meaner, lower, dirticr and wore contempti-
ble than the source [rom whenee it emanated.”
He next “pitehed into’ several of the promi-
peat “loyal” men of this place, mentioning
tbe names of Judge Underwood and W. D.
Massey, the latter of whom he charged with
cutertaining {eelings of animosity towards the
colored people, and.divers other ollences, some
uf & personal and private chavacter.

Mr. Massey rephied, flutly and positively de-
nying the accusations, und stigmatizing them
as the workings of a wicked, corrupt und dis-
torted imagination.

Mr. Tucker reiterated hischarges, and called
upon several persons to bear hiw out in his
assertions.

After a spiey colloquy, which very soon took
a decidedly personal turn, Mr. Massey, with
a threat, left the Hall,

W. W. White then undertook to explain

the object ot his motion, but was interrupted
by Mr. Tucker, who denied some of W.’s state-
ments, upon which White called Tucker a har,
and threatened him with personal violence if
be dared to insult him again. A scene of con-
fusion ensued ; White and T. J. Edelin de-
nounciug Tucker as a liar and seoundrel ; Tuck-
er appealing to his friends to sustain him, and
reiterating bis denial; the crowd yelling and
hooping; half a dozen calling at the top of
their voices to the Chairmar, who was rapping
with all his might for order, until it seemed as
though Bedlam was let loose.
- R. C: Armstrong finally succeeded in obtain-
ing a hearing, and went on in a loud strain for
some time, but was finally compelled to take
his seat on account of the uproar.

A vote was called for on the resolution, and
the previous question demanded, the effect of
which motion the Chair undertook to e xplain,
but the colored portion of the gathering were
dull of comprehension, and now another seene
of wild confusion ensued. **Are you ready for
the question,’’ asked the Chair? “‘Yes, yes.”
“No, no’’ shout the meeting—*‘you are not,”
replics the Chair. *‘No,” shouts the majori-
ty. ‘“ThenI will explain it again’’ says the
Chair. Tucker! Tucker! shout the blacks.
Wherenpon Tucker rises, but is met with a
storm of yells, hisses, and shouts of *‘sit down
George,”"take your seat, get out, &e.,&c. The
Chair undertakes to explain again the opera-
tion of the previous question, but confusion be-
comes worse confounded, and fipally Tucker
selzing an opportunity, jumps up and cries out
to his followers (and never did gman have more
faithiul adberents—who obeyed: his beck and
call with an earncstness and. alacrity truely
wonderful) ‘‘vote no!" resmionded to by the
blacks with a yell, and recpived by the oppo-
sition with shouts of “‘dictator,”’ “‘dictator,”
“out of order,” “‘get down,”” “‘put him out,”
&e, &c.  Armstroez, Hodgkins, Burnett,
White and half a &zen others were now all
talking at ouce, and the uproar was deafening.
Finally there was. 2 lull,in which to gain breath,
and the vote was taken, when the ‘‘noes’’ car-
r-ied it with a tremendous yell, and the resola-
tion, was kost, and then indefivitely postponed ;
<0 that there will be no nominations,yet awbile,
at least.

No sooner was this obstacle to peace aund
harmony removed than another was immediate-
Iy interpiosed in the shape of a preamble and
resolutions, setting forth that whereas there is
great danger of u split in the Radieal party, on
account of the recent nomination for the State
Convention, in this place, theretore the watter
should be referred back to the wards, in which
a vote shall be taken of all the radicals, and the
ian gelting the highest number shall be de-
clared the choice of the party.

Here was another bomb.  Armstrong open-
ed upon it with grape and cannister, became
very much cxeited, and got choked with apiece
of tobaceo, which cansed a great lnugh ; he
tleared Lis throat, bowever, and weut at it
again, denounciog the Hawxhurst party, and
declaring most strennonsly for Whittlesey.  He
proceeded for some time, when he was request-
ed t9 sit down—which he did.

| Tacker undertook to advocate the pussage of
the preamble and resolutions, and was for a
tm.)e listened to, but had to knock under, the
01se and confusion heing so great. The fight
¥as now fairly begun, and all endeavors to
'SPeak weee effectually frustrated by the noise.
Every time Tucker or Hodgkins would get up
uraett would sit them down. Arwmsirong
¢eame very unpopular with the Hawxhurst
Party, and every time his head appeared above
the crowd he was hooted dowa.

Enjl l:: Chair was overruled in all its decisions,
was very apparent that the Hawshurst

self appeared on the scene and made a suorting
speech; Whittlesey followed, explainivg his
position, but both declining to yield an ioch.
Both parties were accused. in tura, of creating
dissension and discord ! !

At 124 o’clock, Mr. L. D. Harmca zo! tke
floor, and for two Lours and a half, amid the
wildest confusion, he stood like a statue, ceea-
sionally saying something, and giving wuy for
motions to adjourn, of which there were some
twenty made, and always voted down, the
Hawshurst men declaring that they intended
staying all night, and the opposite party swear-
ing that no vote should be tuken. ‘‘T'he fun
grew fast, the fun grew furious’ Harmon
all the while was stationary, unmoved by
threats or entreaties. To all appeals, motions,
&e., the Chair and the opposition invarially re-
piied that Mr, Harmon bad the floor. The
decisiou of the Chair was appealed from, and
the appeal sustaived, but the Char decided
that there was vo power to move Mr. Hurwon
it he choose to speak, and Mr. H. doclaved
that he was not half throngh with his speech.

The noise and uproar continued ; Huunibal
Kiug succeeded in obtaining a hearing for a few
moments, and wade sowe sensible remarks,
giving the radicals some home thrusts o regard
to cqual rights and privileges. J. Millard
moved (o compromise the whole matter, and
nomivate a colored man. This was received
by the Hawxhurst party with no! co! aud
eries of *‘it’s a trick 1" and the uproar coutin-
ued, worse than before. At 13 o’clock, several
niotions for an adjournment having been lost,
a motion to take a recess was again miale, but
decided in the negative, amid yells. The con
fusion coutinued, Harmon and Tucker stand
ing up confronting each other, awl neither
being allowed to say oune word, the crowd vell-
ing at the top of their voices, and so i contin
ned unlil 2 o'clock, at which time it was very
evident that another element was at work in
the meeting, and that quite preceptible too,
for every now and then erash would gon bench,
and over on the floor would voll the veesnpants.
The confusion continued, though the elamor
was not so loud, until 2} o’clock, when the
Chair made an appeal to the meeting (o ad-

 journ until Thursday evening; but no—they

would not, and would, in all probability, have
been in session all night, had not John Sea-
ton, who, with tears in hiseyes, was appealing
in behalf of his colored brethren, but was con-
tinually interrupted by two other colored men,
until finally, unable to bear it any longer, he
made a spring in among the crowd, hitling
right and Jett, and knoeking men in all diree-
tions: benches crushing, window panes smash-
ing, velling and hooping, fist and skull fights
all over the house, the erowd surging like a
wave, until the rostrum was filled, when the
the janitor of the building appeared and put
out the lights, the last thing scen,being Tnck-
er who was vociferating that the meeting stood
adjourned until Thursday evening, at 73 o’clock.
