Another Radical Meeting and AnotherMuss..
"lay on Macdufl';

And damn'd bohim that first cries hold.enoughl''
The Radicals of this place held another

meeting last night, which, like its predecessors,
was characterized by noise, confusion, indecorum,

vituperation, wrangling, contention
and vilification.
The meeting was held in Liberty Hall,which

wag "packed and crammed," a larger crowd of

spectators being present to witness the proceedings.
Whittlesey, Chairman of the former meetings,

withdrew, and called Willoughby to preside,
but the Hawxhurst party were not thus

to be "caught napping," and immediately
Tucker moved that DeWitt he chosen Chairman.

This motion was amended by a motion
that Willoughby retain the Chair, which
amendment was voted down. The vote was

then taken on the motion to elect DeWitt, but
through some apparent inadvertency on the

part of the Ilawxhurst party, this motion, on

a rising vote, was also lost. J. C. Underwood
(the Judge) was then nominated by the op

position, but on the first vote defeated. The
triends of Whittlesey, however, demanded that
the vole should he taken over, which being
done, and the colored element having become
confused, and failing to vote with their accustomedunanimity, the Whittlesey party carI

lied their point., elected Underwood Chairman,
and for the nonce,turned the tide against

Hawxhurst. During all this time there was

much confusion.
Upon taking the Chair, Underwood made a

long, tulsom and egotistical harangue, during
which he was twice interrupted and flatly contradictedin his assertions,by Hawxhurst. The
speaker informed his hearers that Oen. Schofieldwas a true Republican, and dnl everythingto advance the interests of' that party;

that ho, 1 lie speaker, was lre'iuennj' consulted

by General »S., and that (be General itlcuded
asking his opinion in lef'erence to the right of
colored people to ride in the Richmond street

cars, which opinion, even before being officially
asked, be would here render in lavor nf that
right. He also informed the audience that he
had instuictcd Mr. Duncan ti» summon a large
propoition of coioted men on (he jury of his
Court, which meets in Richmond in November.He aei'ii.-ed flawshursl of hogging for
four offices all at one time, and, much to the
amusement o( the meeting, condemned, in unmeasuredterms, the office-seeker, and the
man who would "blow his own horn," or sing
his own praises. He concluded his remarks
by announcing that himself had been nominatedfor the Convention in Richmond, and proposing(hat a colored man should ho selected
by the Radicals of this city, as, their candidate.
This suggestion was met on the part of the

blacks, with some marks of approbation,whereupon,Tucker, nut to he outdone, in his devotionto his colored friends, moved that, the
sense of the meeting be taken as to their preferencefor a colored man.much confusion,
amidst which

II. If. Wells having obtained the floor,
advocated harmony for the sake of the

party, lie warned the blacks of the danger
they were in of having new chains placed about
their necks, by following the dictates of designingpoliticians, and concluded by proposing
that both Whittlesey and Hawxhurst. should
withdraw from the contest; not to allow t heir
names again to he brought forward, and that
the magisterial districts should appoint one

delegate for each one hundred voters, to meet
in convention and nominate another man. for
whom the party shall he pledged to vote.

Whittlesey immediately came forward and
accepted the proposition -provided lliwxhurstwould do likewise.hut
Hawxhurst thought he saw a trap, ami was

too cunning to Upiu his foot in it." lie,
therefore, after repeated cills, reluctantly
came from behind the scenes and accepted t he
first part of the propositioii, ilut hol.h candidatesshould withdraw, hut declined to accede
to that part requiring him not to permit his
name to go-before another nominating convention.He favored the plan of referring the
whole question hack to the districts, hut. opposedbinding himself or his friends not to use

his name again. He claimed that the majorityshould rule, and that if he was the choice of
the majority he would run.

The speech was well and favorably
received, and the aspect, of affairs seemed
brighter for t he Hawxhurst wing, when Wells,
getting the floor, again turned the tide, and
the Whiitlesey party were, to all appearances,
in the ascendency.

Birrell, (John) alarmed at this, introduceda resolution declaring Hawxhurst the
choice of the meeting as their candidate for
the Convention, and proceeded to urge the
adoption of his resolution, by giving an accountof the proceedings of the Convention
that nominated Whittlesey, when the inter-
ruptions became so frequent an 1 the uproar so

great, that he was forced to yield the floor to

Tucker, who, thoroughly aroused to the
danger of the situation, pitched in, pell nodi,
to his adversaries; made a dinct appeal to
the colored element; raved and stormed;
charged his opponents furiously, and succeed
ed in staying the tide; seeing which,and taking
advantage of the favorable turn in affairs,

IT.iwxhurst again took the. stand, ma lo a

desperate onslaught on his enemies, soon securedthe sympathy of the colored portion of
the audience, "brought down the house," and
turned the "tide of battle" completely in his
favor. The uproar was now deafening; cheers,
kis?es, yells, hoots and shouts, mingled, pre'fotadthe speakers from being heard;although
their gesticulations showed that an animated
and excited dispute was going on on the stand.
Duri g a lull, flill (Uysander) undertook to

Uiake a speech in opposition to Hawxlmrst,
but it was "no go." Me was literally "cried
down, and the confusion increased.nothing
would satisfy the majority but Hawxhursf, and
a0 Hawxlmrst again appealed, and this time
Personalities began to be indulged in. Underwoodwas stigmatized as a trickster and disorganizer, and bis varacity ar.d honesty brought
mto quesiien. Hill, Willoughhy, Millard,
Hawxhurst and Tucker, were denounced as

malicious and willful liars. Wells' statemeuts
were closely questioned and doubted, and Col.

Whittlesey was accused of tricking against
the blacks, and Hawxhurst charged witb refusingto vote for Freemont or Lincoln ; Millardwas accused of sympathy with slave holders,

and with heading a party to intimidate
Hawxhurst, for an expression of his opinion,
prior to the war; to all of which charges and
accusations the lie was flatly given by the accused,and it was several times expected that
the disputants would come to blows, but words
seemed to suffice, and allcrventing their spleen
