Grape Culture.Wine.

As great attention is being paid to the cultivation
of the grape in some portions of Virginia,andother States, I send extracts from an article

in rfhe Geneva, (N. Y.) Courier, on the
Vineyards 8k -'Crooked Lake," where the land
was, priorto the introduction of the viue, considered

almost worthless; but which since,is as

valuable as'the most fertile portions of the
State, and yield a very handsome income on

but a slight expenditure of capital. It is hoped
that beforeJong Virginia will boast many vineyards,h.ec soil and. climate being most admirably

adapted:to the growth of the grape. A.
"It was a question for many years, what certainlands on the borders of Crooked Lake, and

at Hamnori'dapbrt, at the head of the Lake,
were good for. The bluffs and steep declivities
could not, without great labor be cultivated for
ordinary crops; while some of the lands were
so slatv that thev were not considered adapted
to graina'aftd ordinary farm crops. We remembervery well when some of these lands were

io marked at five dollars per acre, but without
purchasers. In fact, the possessor of a tew
hundred acres of these lands was like the man

that won the elephant at a raffle: he did not
know whattodo with them.
Now all this is changed. The bluffs and

rugged hillsides, and the slate shelves, are the
most valuable lands in that section of the State.
They are - found to be exactly adapted to the
culture of the grape. The result is, that withina few years there have sprung into existence

[ numerous and extensive vineyards, and three
j "Wine Companies with their respective Wine
| cellars.

Large quantities of the grapes are sold, but
I the greater portion manufactured into wines. .

| At this point there is an extensive wine cellar,
owned by the Crooked Lake Wine Company, '

which was organized two years since, with a

capital of $30>'00d'. 6f which $20,000 was ex- <

pended in buildings and fixtures. They have
made still wines and brandy valued at $27,000.
Heretofore they bav^ sold mostly by the cask, ;
but this year they mean to fill five thousand \

A still
house, where brandy is distilled, is separated
from the main building in order to avoid the
heat proceeding from the boiler and still.
