Leesburg; this winter a new neighbor of his
has to pay 15 cents.
A good turnpike to Aldie, and another from

Rector's Cross Roads by Phi lorn ont to Lincoln,and thence to Auercier's depot and Taylor'sCross Roads, would in three years save
their entire cost to the farmers, who would be
benefitted by them. Thus 1,000 bushels of
wheat and 1,000 of corn, at a saving of 9 cents
a bushel, would be $ 1 SO, and yery lew farmers
in that region would average, for ten years,
less than these quantities of grain.

I think I may say, without the risk of contradictionfrom any one, thut not les9 than
300,000 bushels of grain would reach the A.,
L. & H. R. R over the two roads named, and
that the saving for the average of the route
would be 0 cents per .bushel, or $18,000. Besides,the incidental gain, by hauling in winter
and usirie the same team in fine weather to
plough and do other farm work, would proba
.blybe not less than $5,000 each year; say
$fi9.000 in three vears.

As we recover lrom our prostration, productionwill increase, and the gain by good roads

I venture to assert that no farmer five miles

from the railroad, and within two miles of these

to the former place, at a cost of $4 extra one

day in each week, to do the work of his neighbors'six horses. This was 20 cents per barrel,
and at 200 barrels $40 per annum, which is $1
per acre on a farm of COG acres.
