If this is in sober earnest.so be it. If it is a

satire upon the "philanthropic individuals"
referred to, it is an excellent hit, espescially
when it is added, that "the association is expectedto be able to pour a constant stream of
these colored laborers into the New England
and the Northwestern States, where it is supposedthat the Radical friends of the frecdmcn
will take care of them until they can be providedwith profitable employment.!"
